Education of Orthodox Serbian Women in
Dubrovnik 1831-1914.

Over the centuries, young girls from the hinterland of Dubrovnik often went to
Dubrovnik to serve in wealthy homes in order to provide for their basic living
needs or sometimes even for their dowry. The position of this female population,
which people of Dubrovnik called - spravljenice, ¢upe or godiSnjice, was very
unfavorable, although within literature they were presented as activists who fought
for their rights. After the legalization of the Serbian Orthodox Church community
in 1790, affluent Serbian families moved to Dubrovnik. These families significantly
participated in the economic recovery of Dubrovnik during the next century. As a
successful economic community, the Orthodox Serbs tried to provide a school for
their children, which they finally succeeded in 1831 with a permanent teacher,
George Nikolajevic. Girls also attended the school founded by Nikolajevic. This
was the case until 1879, when in Dubrovnik was founded Bozo Boskovi¢ Women’s
school. Young women from Dubrovnik were also educated within the Association
of Serbian Women from Dubrovnik, led by Teodora Boskovi¢. Hence, this article
will present the process of education of Dubrovnik Orthodox Serbian women in the
period from 1831 to the second decade of the twentieth century.

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Primjena arebice u Sandzaku
i njen znacaj u obrazovanju Zenskog
muslimanskog stanovnistva

Pismo arebica se u literaturi pominje u kontekstu alhamijado knjiZevnosti, s
obzirom na to da je alhamijado knjizevnost pisana ovim pismom (oblik arapskog
pisma prilagoden fonetskom pravopisu srpskog i bosanskog jezika, kojim su se
sluzili uglavnom muslimani). Medutim, arebicom je Stampana kako alhamijado
knjiZzevnost, tako i vjerska i druga literatura. Tako ¢e arebica, u pojedinim
mektebima u Sandzaku, ¢ak i devedesetih godina XX vijeka naci svoju primjenu.
U ovom radu vidje¢emo kako nastaje arebica, kako je nasla primjenu u Sandzaku
i kakvu je ulogu odigrala u opismenjavanju Zena muslimanki u XX vijeku, s
obzirom na njihov otklon prema ,svjetovnim"“ Skolama (narocito je to bilo izraZzeno
u prvoj polovini proslog vijeka). Cilj ovog rada jeste osvrt na upotrebu pisma
arebice, modifikovanog arapskog pisma, kod muslimanskog stanovnistva u Srbiji,
u kontekstu teme o obrazovanju stanovnistva u XX vijeku sa posebnim akcentom
na Zensku populaciju, ali i podsje¢anja na prilike koje su doprinijele postojanju
jedne posebne kulture jezika i pisma koja ¢e se na nasim prostorima zadrZati sve
do pojave socijalizma, a na pojedinim mjestima i do pred kraj XX vijeka. U radu
¢e, pored naucne literature, biti predstavljeni i transkripti sac¢injeni na osnovu
razgovora sa sagovornicima na terenu (opstine Tutin, Novi Pazar i PesSter).

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Incorporation of Arebica in Sandzak
and its Significance in the Process
of Muslim Womens’ Education

Arebica is mentioned in the literature in the context of Aljamiado literature,
considering that Aljamiado literature was written in this script (a form of Aebica
adapted to the phonetic spelling of the Serbian and Bosnian languages, used mainly
by Muslims). Aljamiado literature, as well as religious and other literature, were
printed in Arebica. Thus, in some schools in Sandzak, even in the last decade of
the 20th century, Arebica was still used. In this paper, it will be demonstrated how
the Arebica was created, how it was used in SandZak and the role it played in the
literacy of Muslim women in the 20th century, considering their departure from
‘secular’ schools. The aim of this study is to survey the use of the Arebica among
the Muslim population in Serbia from the perspective of the education in the 20th
century with a special emphasis on the women, but also to recall the circumstances
that contributed to the existence of a special culture of language and writing which
will remain in our region until the end of the 20th century. In addition to the
scientific literature, the paper will also present transcripts based on conversations
with interlocutors in the field (Tutin, Novi Pazar and Pester Municipality).

uvoD

Da bismo se mogli baviti temom koja se tice upotrebe pisma arebice u XX
vijeku u Sandzaku, sa akcentom na Zensku populaciju, vazno je, prije sve-
ga, razumjeti kako je doslo do primjene arapskog pisma u narodu, iako
se narodne mase nisu koristile arapskim jezikom u komunikaciji. Potreb-
no je, stoga, osvrnuti se na period osmanske vladavine u nasim krajevi-
ma, na sistem obrazovanja i Skolstva, kao i na promjene koje su nastupi-
le odlaskom Osmanlija sa ovih prostora, koje su bile klju¢ne u kreiranju
odnosa muslimanskog stanovnistva prema sistemu obrazovanja u Srbiji.

Uopsteno, uloga Zene na teritoriji Sandzaka u XX vijeku najbolje se
mozZe sagledati iz perspektive povezanosti sa vjerskim kanonima religi-
ja - najzastupljenije su islamska i hriS¢anska ortodoksna, tj. pravoslavna
vjera. Kod muslimana je izraZeniji i znatno duze se zadrzao tradicionalni
pristup Zivotu, Sto ¢e kreirati Zenin drustveni status i ulogu: njene obaveze
¢e uglavnom biti vezane za kuc¢u. Zena je mogla pohadati ¢asove vjerske
pouke - mekteb, u kojem se ucilo i arapsko pismo u vjerske svrhe. Ostalo
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znanje se crpilo iz literature koja je bila na nasem jeziku, ali Stampana
arebicom. Zato je i pred kraj XX vijeka u SandZaku bilo moguce naic¢i na
Zene koje nisu znale ni ¢irilicu ni latinicu, ali su poznavale arebicu i to su
je uglavnom znale citati, a rjede pisati. Naravno, radilo se o pojedincima.

U radu ¢emo se, iz ovoga razloga, posebno oslanjati i na kazivanja sa-
govornika (ona ¢e biti data u kurzivu sa naznac¢enim mjestima iz kog su
kazivaci), muskih i Zzenskih, iz sela koja pripadaju opstinama Tutin, Novi
Pazar i Pester.!

UPOTREBA ARAPSKOG JEZIKA
| PISMA NA NASIM PROSTORIMA

Arapski jezik i arapsko pismo u nase krajeve su dosli sa Osmanlijama (to-
kom XV i prvih decenija XVI vijeka najveci dio juznoslovenskih zemalja
pao je pod osmansku vlast), a sa njima i nova kultura.? U muslimanskim
naseljima osnivani su mektebi (osnovne skole), u kojima se ucilo arapsko
pismo i ¢itanje tekstova iz Kurana,® dok su po ve¢im gradovima osnivane
medrese (srednje skole), gdje su se, pored vjeronauke, ucili isto¢ni jezici
(arapski, turski i perzijski), islamsko pravo, filozofija i matematika. Kod nas
su najpoznatije medrese bile u Beogradu, Sarajevu i Skoplju, a pojedinci
su odlazili na dalje Skolovanje u Istanbul, Kairo i Damask. Pored medre-
sa, znanje se sticalo i u dzamijama i tekijama, uz koje su se nalazile bi-
blioteke koje su posjedovale rukopise na arapskom, perzijskom i turskom
jeziku. Pored arapskog jezika, u mektebima i medresama, poceo se uciti i
turski (osmanski) jezik, koji je bio pod uticajem arapskog od osmanskog
primanja islama, tj. od XIII vijeka, pa sve do pocetka XX vijeka, kada se
1928. godine u Osmanskom carstvu ukida arapsko pismo i uvodi latinica.
Osmanlije su arapskom pismu posvecivale ve¢u paznju nego i sami Ara-
pi. Oni su prepisivali istorijska, vjerska i knjizevna djela, daju¢i posebne
oblike arapskim slovima. Ti prepisivaci su razvili jednu posebnu vrstu um-
jetnosti - kaligrafiju. Cinjenica je da je arapski jezik sa pismom prodirao
u nase krajeve preko Osmanlija kao i osmanski jezik, koji su arapski jezik
u pocetku i sami smatrali savrsenijim i superiornijim pismom od svog.

3 Sve do XIX vijeka, arapski jezik u Osmanskom carstvu smatrao se za jezik nauke -
retorika, stilistika, gramatika i dr. Tako, nauka o islamu zahtijeva poznavanje arapskog
jezika radi proucavanja Kurana, kao i teologije (v. Be¢ovic 2017).
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Zato je u prvom periodu osmanske vladavine najveci broj zapisa, nat-
pisa i veliki broj dokumenata pisan na arapskom jeziku. Ne treba zane-
mariti ¢injenicu da su u prvim vjekovima stvaranja Osmanske drzave
arapsko pismo i jezik bili sluzbeni i drzavni.

NASTANAK AREBICE | NJENA UPOTREBA

Arapski jezik je imao uticaj na jezik obi¢nog stanovnistva kod nas, ,rijeci
iz tog jezika su preuzimane u svojoj originalnoj grafiji ili se ona donekle
morala prilagoditi propisu ovih jezika. Pri tome rijeci su ¢esto doZivljava-
le i promjenu svoga izgovora. (...) Narodni jezici bivse SFR] nemaju nekih
glasova jezika posudivaca, a uz to ni posebnih uslova ili znakova za njihovo
obiljezavanje. Izuzetno ih nas jezik ponekad unese u svoju transkripciju ili,
pak, navede stranu rijec kao takvu s njenom originalnom grafijom" (Bec¢o-
vi¢ 2017, 220-221). Dakle, formirao se jezik lokalnog stanovnistva koji je,
na tim principima, razvio ¢itavu jednu kulturu, koja ¢e biti nazvana alha-
mijado kultura.* Ova kultura ,podrazumijeva svaki pisani tekst na bosan-
skom jeziku modifikovanim arapskim pismom (arebicom). Ona sadrzi al-
hamijado knjizevnost kao (samo) jedan svoj segment” (Semsovi¢ 2019, 7).5

Osim kroz vjerske Skole i administraciju osmanske uprave, arapski je-
zik se Sirio kod nas i odlaskom ,na hadziluk (u Meku) konjima ili pjesice”,
gdje je ,nas narod (je) ostajao i po nekoliko sedmica u Damasku, kao i u
ostalim dijelovima arapskog svijeta, u kom su ucili arapski jezik i osnove
vjere. Kada su se vracali u svoju domovinu, sa sobom su donosili i iden-
titet arapskog jezika“ (Halilovi¢ 2022, 60-61).

Prihvatanjem islama, ovdasnje stanovnistvo je pocelo prihvatati ele-
mente islamsko-arapske kulture, gdje se ubraja i pisanje arapskim pi-
smom, moZzda i viSe nego na drugim, nama bliskim, teritorijama gdje su
Zivjeli muslimani, prilagodavaju¢i ga fonoloskoj prirodi svog maternjeg
jezika,’ te reformisuci ga u arebicu.

¢ Uslijed fonetskog prilagodavanja jeziku, arapske rije¢i su nasle primjenu u govoru naseg
stanovnistva, a uz to nerijetki su primjeri izmjestanja glasova radi lakseg izgovaranja ili
narodne etimologije: la’netun u nalet (prokleto), buleda u budala (lud), Subhetun u suhba
ili Suhva (sumnja), kao i tvorba novih rijec¢i uz pomo¢ morfema: isterdZumaniti (nesto
objasniti, prevesti) od rijeci terdZemetun ili ¢ak spajanjem dvije rije¢i u jednu: ne + vaktun
(vrijeme) X nevakat (Ciniti nesto u pogresno vrijeme) itd. (viSe u: Halilovi¢ 2022, 60-61).
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Arebica (ili arabica)’ je oblik arapskog pisma prilagoden fonetskom
pravopisu naseg jezika, kojim su se sluzili uglavhom muslimani od do-
laska Osmanlija pa sve do polovine XX vijeka (iz upotrebe nestaje tokom
Drugog svjetskog rata). Izuzetak je ¢inio mekteb u Orasu, u tutinskoj op-
stini, koji je sacuvao pismo arebicu sve do pred kraj XX vijeka.

Tako, ,zacetke pisma arebice kod nas susre¢emo u turskim tekstovima,
gdje se ponajvise javljaju u obliku pojedinih vlastitih imena (antroponi-
ma i toponima), te raznih termina i drugih rijec¢i u drugim dokumentima,
kao sto su defteri, sidZili, kanuni, kanuname, vakuf-name, tapije i drugi”
(Zukorli¢ 2019, 24). Na ovom pismu je nastala alhamijado knjizevnost,
Stampana je vjerska literatura, a koriS¢ena je i za druge svrhe, cemu svje-
doc¢imo i danas: natpisi na niSanima, tapije® i dr. Potreba za nastankom
arebice javila se, prvo, na drugim prostorima gdje stanovnistvo nije bilo
arapsko, a gdje je dominirala islamska kultura, pa time i arapski jezik.

Postoji i tehnika prilagodavanja pisma, a sam proces prilagodavanja se
dogodio iz pragmati¢nih razloga - ,to je bilo, zapravo, pitanje potrebe, na
nacin da oko 95 procenata stanovnistva koje ¢ita kur’ansko pismo moze
sa tim uciniti nesto prakti¢no; a (do tad) nije moglo nista: nije moglo na-
pisati recept za jelo, napisati pismo vojniku, nista drugo osim $to je znalo
¢itati kur’anski tekst” (Semsovié 2019, 7).

Arapsko pismo nije odgovaralo fonetskom sistemu juznoslovenskih
jezika, pa njegovu upotrebu i prilagodavanje nasem fonetskom sistemu
nisu pratila ustaljena opStepriznata pravopisna pravila. Prilagodavanje
¢e nastati tako dodavanjem grafema za one glasove kojih ima u nasem, a
nema u arapskom jeziku. Alfabet arebice zasnovan je na fonetskom prin-
cipu: jedno slovo za jedan glas, ali se od toga odstupilo pri oznacavanju
vokala. Oni, naime, na pocetku rijeci imaju drugaciji oblik nego u drugim
poloZajima. Dakle, arebica je, koliko-toliko, bila prilagodena fonetskim mo-
guc¢nostima jeziku kojim su se domaci muslimani koristili. Posto arapski
jezik nema glasove: ¢, ¢, ¢, 4, nj, p, Z, 0, za njih su iznadeni narociti znakovi.

Pismo je na taj nacin, vremenom, postalo pristupac¢no ve¢em broju
muslimanskog stanovnistva, pri cemu se njegova zastupljenost poste-

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peno Sirila. Intenzitet Sirenja arapskog pisma kod muslimana posebno
su podsticali u¢eni i obrazovani ljudi, koji su ga upotrebljavali u svakod-
nevnom pisanju. U tom pravcu znacajan je rad Omera efendije Huma
koji se trudio da unese red u neujednaceni slovni sistem ovog pisma, ali
i njegov sistem pisanja bio je prili¢no tezak i nepraktican, pa su mnogi
pored njega nastojali da pojednostave sistem znakova i pravopis ovog
pisma. Tako Ibrahim Edhem Berbié¢, za potrebe Stampanja knjige Bosan-
ski turski ucitelj, kreira potpuno nov nacin pisanja i u Carigradu daje da
se izrade posebna slova za tu svrhu. Postojalo je jo$ pokusaja promje-
na i usavrsavanja, ali nije bilo dovoljno sistemati¢nosti, sto je dijelom
posljedica preuzimanja slabosti turskog pravopisa, smatra Mufti¢. U to
spada i oznacavanje jednog glasa pomocu vise slova, i obratno (v. Ujka-
novic¢ 2014, 12).

Najuspijelija, ali ujedno i posljednja reforma arebice izvrSena je za-
laganjem Dzemaludima ef. Causevi¢a® po¢etkom XX vijeka, kasnije rei-
sul-uleme, za koju su izlivena slova radi Stampanja udzbenika u Sarajevu.
Tim pismom je u razdoblju od 1907. godine - kada je Islamska dionicka
Stamparija u Sarajevu nabavila potrebna slova za Stampanje tim pismom
- do 1941. godine, Stampano oko 40 djela u ukupnom tirazu od 520.000
primjeraka.!® Te godine Stampana je posljednja knjiga arebicom - Fik-
hul-ibadat (vierska literatura), Muhameda Seida Serdareviéa (Ujkanovi¢
2014, 12). Kod Bac¢i¢anina i Semsovic¢a nalazimo podatak da su knjige na
arebici Stampane i prije, od pojave prve Stamparije u Sarajevu, 1866. go-

® Mehmed Dzemaludin Causevié (1870-1938), bosanskohercegovacki je intelektualac,
vjerski voda i reformator. Kao sudionik smjene civilizacijskih svjetova na velikom
dijelu Balkana, koja nastupa 1878, svojim djelovanjem, intelektom i neumornim
pregalastvom ravnomjerno i ravnopravno objedinjava i izrazava mnostvo planova
na svim zivotnim nivoima bosanskohercegovackih muslimana - vjerskom, duhovnom
politickom i javnhom zivotu.

Stamparija je trebalo da objavljuje, s jedne strane, knjige i novine
i tako eliminiSe uticaj iz susjednih zemalja ostvarivan i pomoc¢u udzbenika i Stampe,
ali i informacije koje bi tjeSnje povezivale Portu sa ovom zemljom i da posredstvom
Stampe kanaliSe svoj uticaj i vlast (v. Ujkanovic 2014).
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dine, te da su Stampani ,ponajceS¢e udzbenici za razlicite vjerske skole.
Tako je prva Stampana knjiga arebicom Ovo je od vjerovanja na bosanski
jezik kitab Mehmeda Agic¢a iz 1868. godine” (Bac¢i¢anin & Semsovi¢ 2011,
25). Dakle, najvise Causeviéevo reformisti¢ko djelo je Stampanje literature
na arebici, Sto je za ondasnje muslimansko stanovnistvo, koje nije znalo
ni Citati ni pisati na latinici i ¢irilici i koje je zaziralo od svjetovnih skola,
znacilo put ka obrazovanju.

Prestankom tog Stampanja uglavnom je prestala i upotreba arebice,
barem u Sirem obimu i javhom Zivotu Bos$njaka / muslimana na ovim
prostorima. Na arebici su izlazili listovi Mualim, Tarik i Misbah, namije-
njeni uglavnom muslimanskim vjerouciteljima, kao i dva godisnja kalen-
dara ,Mekteb” za 1907/1908. i 1908/1909. godinu (Ujkanovi¢ 2014, 13).

Ovim pismom je napisana izvjesna vjersko-didaktic¢ka literatura i neki
knjiZzevni tekstovi - poznati, kod nas i u svijetu, kao alhamijado literatu-
ra (slika 2). Na primjer, spjev koji pripada alhamijado knjizevnosti jeste
Mevlud Arifa Sarajlije Brkanica, koji se i dan-danas citira (,uci“) na sve-
¢anostima u Sandzaku. Mevludske svec¢anosti su odrzavane raznim po-
vodima: uoci vjerskih blagdana, tokom ramazana, useljenja u kucu, ro-
denja djeteta itd., a nekad i bez nekog posebnog povoda, ,na kome bi se
proucio spjev o rodenju, zivotu i smrti poslanika Muhameda - to je bila
jedna od rijetkih prilika kada je imam mogao da govori o vjeri ljudima
koji inace ne posjec¢uju dZamije” (Hasanovi¢ 2019, 53). Mevludske sveca-
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nosti su, dakle, predstavljale izuzetnu priliku za popularizaciju islamskog
ucenja medu Sirim narodnim masama (slika 3).

»Zanimljivo je, ipak, da je u muslimanskoj tradiciji na prostoru San-
dzaka postojao i jedan verski obi¢aj u kome su ucestvovale samo Zene -
Devojacki mevlud. Kako bi Zena mogla uc¢estvovati u ovakvim obredima i
obi¢ajima, svakako je morala biti pismena, te se, posto nije iSla u svetov-
nu Skolu, sluzila arebicom” (Aksi¢ 2019, 57).

Mevlud se nalazi u li¢noj arhivi jednog od autora ovog rada, a radi
se o porodi¢nom naslijedu. On i ostala litetaruta na arebici Stampani su
u Sarajevu, u Islamkoj dionickoj Stampariji koja je za potrebe Stampanja
ovakve literature nabavila slova, a koje je izlio Agof ef. Zeronian iz Plov-
diva. Literatura ovakve sadrzine, kao i glasila, a o cemu je bilo rijeci u tek-
stu ovoga rada, nakon Stampanja, dospjevala je u mnoge muslimanske

14O ulozi mevluda, Muhamed Filipovic¢ istice da je ,mevlud tradicionalna i legitimna
pjesnicka forma u kojoj se slavi rodenje, zivot i djelo Poslanika Muhammeda“ (Filipovo¢

U mektebima u Sandzaku, u XX vijeku, polaznici su ucili arapsko pismo,
ali i arebicu. Jedno od kazivanja koje nam opisuje takav nacin obrazova-
nja zenskog djeteta, ali i znacaj koji je arebica imala za kulturu i drustvo
muslimana ¢ak i osamdesetih godina XX vijeka jeste sljedece:

,Nisam imala ni Sest godina kada sam naucila arapsko pismo i mogla
¢itati Kur’an; prvo sam ucila sa majkom, kasnije pred efendijom u
mektebu. Posto sam u to vrijeme provodila dosta vremena sa nanom
(o¢evom majkom), ona me je poducila i arebici (nana je jedino znala
¢itati tekst na arebici, dakle nije poznavala niti jedno drugo pismo), a
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uskoro ¢e mi i efendija u mektebu posuditi odredenu literaturu, da iz
nje uc¢im, koja je sadrzavala mnogo toga o vjeri i njenim propisima,
o pravilima ponaSanja u raznim situacijama, o prijasnjim Bozijim
poslanicima itd., i traziti da to pred njim iScCitavam, vjerovatno u
cilju da sto bolje savladam c¢itanje, a za neko ozbiljnije propitivanje o
sadrzaju pretpostavljam da sam bila mala. Bilo mi je interesantno da se
koristim arapskim pismom, a da ¢itam rijeci koje, za razliku od Kur’'ana,
razumijem. Tek ¢u kasnije podéi u prvi razred (1988) osnovne i, kao Sto je
uglavnom bivalo u to vrijeme, tek tada nauciti ¢irilicno pismo. Takode,
mektepski zadatak je bio i nauciti ¢itati Mevlud na arebici, koji spada
u alhamijado knjiZzevnost. Jer ¢u, uskoro, na mevludskim sve¢anostima
i ja, Zensko dijete, prisustvovati i uciti mevlud zajedno, rame uz rame,
sa efendijom i sa starijim ¢lanovima seoskog dZemata (zajednice), koji
su, kako se meni tada Cinilo, usvojili sve Zivotne mudrosti i znanja, dok
sam ja bila samo dijete” (Orase/Tutin).

Posmatrano u kontekstu uticaja osmanske muslimanske kulture na
nase stanovnistvo, arebica je nastala kao potreba ovdasnjeg musliman-
skog stanovnistva. Njenom Sirenju znacajno su doprinijeli mektebi, ko-
ji ¢e zadugo i nakon odlaska Osmanlija biti jedino mjesto obrazovanja,
posebno Zenske djece. Da bismo bolje razumjeli Sta su mektebi i koja
je njihova uloga u XX vijeku, te razumjeli zasto muslimansko stanov-
nistvo nije tako brzo prihvatilo novi sistem Skolstva koji je uspostav-
ljen po odlasku Osmanlija, podsjeticemo na sistem Skolstva u osman-
skom periodu.

Osmanlije su u citavoj Imperiji pribjegavale realizovanju jedinstvene
vaspitno-obrazovne politike, koja se ogledala u postojanju vjerskih skola,
tj. mekteba, u kojima se djeci davalo osnovno vjersko obrazovanje i odgoj
u duhu islama ili drugih konfesija priznatih drzavnim kanunima (zako-
nima), a potom i medresa, u kojima se vaspitavao i obrazovao znacajan
broj drzavnih i vjerskih sluzbenika (vjeroucitelja, muftija, kadija, mude-
riza, imama, mualima i dr.). ,Uprkos permanentnom angaziranju vojne i
upravne adiministracije, kultura i odgoj nisu zaostajale za ostalim evroa-
zijskim prosvjetnim centrima“ (Sehovi¢ 2009, 156). Turski putopisac Evli-
ja Celebi navodi da je u Novom Pazaru (XVII vijek) bilo 5 medresa, ,jedna
skola za izucavanje svete tradicije (daru’l-hadis) i jedanaest osnovnih sko-
la. Osim tih jedanaest osnovnih $kola, svaki je osniva¢ dzamije podigao i
po jedan mekteb” (Celebi 1967, 264). Vjerske $kole razvijale su se prven-
stveno u gradovima, a kasnije i u ve¢im selima Sandzaka. Sredinom XIX
vijeka u Osmanskoj imperiji dolazi do promjena u sistemu obrazovanja.
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Zasnovana na principu multikonfesionalnog Sarenila, Osmanska impe-
rija razvija i otvara nove reorganizovane Skole svjetovnog karaktera: (1)
Zanatske i stru¢ne Skole - Zanatske Skole (Zenske); (2) Opste obrazovne
Skole - iptidaije (poCetna osnovna s$kola), ruzdije (nize gimnazije), idadije
(vise Gimnazije); (3) Vjerske skole - mektebi (mjesta za ucenje), medrese
(srednje bogoslovije).

Ovaj sistem je uzeo maha i ucvrstio se na Sirem podrucju Bosanskog
vilajeta, odnosno Novopazarskog sandzaka kao njegovog sastavnog dije-
la (Novopazarski sandzak je do 1878. pripadao Bosanskom ejaletu, a na-
kon toga Kosovskom vilajetu). ,U gradovima Novopazarskog sandzaka
(je) u drugoj polovini 19. vijeka, pored ostalih, bilo znac¢ajnih objekata: 3
medrese, 4 ruzdije, 52 mekteba, 46 vjerskih Skola sa velikim brojem dje-
ce u njima (podaci na osnovu izvoda iz bosanskohercegovackog klasifi-
ka/kalendara za 1875). Ove brojke pokazuju izvjestan napredak i razvoj
prosvjete u Sandzaku. Iz njega se mozZe vidjeti da je te Skole posjec¢ivalo
preko 5-6 hiljada djece Sandzaka“ (Sehovié 2009, 156).

Novi sistem Skolstva je tek pred kraj XIX i u prvim godinama XX vije-
ka dobio karakter savremenog sistema Skolstva, sa svim svojim nedosta-
cima i negativnim osobinama toga vremena. Balkanskim ratovima okon-
¢ana je osmanska uprava na Balkanskom poluostrvu, a time je nestalo i
sve &to je nosilo osmansko obiljezje (v. Sehovi¢ 2009, 157). Paralelno sa
svjetovnim Skolama nastavile su rad i islamske vjerske Skole: mektebi i
medrese. U novom sistemu Skolstva ,osnovu Skolskog sistema su cinile
skole: osnovna $kola, gimnazija i stru¢ne Skole - na jednoj strani kao sve-
tovne, i sibjan-mektebi!® i medresa - na drugoj strani kao verske Skole.
Sve Sto se u medunacionalnim odnosima dogodilo u toku Prvog svetskog
rata imalo je snaznog odjeka na skolstvo u meduratnom periodu, a na-
rocito na odnos prema $koli i, napose, na pohadanje skole od strane dece
muslimanske pripadnosti“ (Kacapor 1987, 45).

U prvoj poratnoj, 1919/1920, skrac¢enoj Skolskoj godini, u Skolu u No-
vom Pazaru se upisao toliko mali broj muslimanske djece da, zapravo, za
skolu nije bila prijavljena ni polovina ukupnog broja muslimanske dje-
ce, dok i od tog broja prijavljenih ni polovina nije pohadala skolu. Tako
je do kraja Skolske godine broj redovnih daka muslimanske pripadnosti
sveden na 150.

»Razlog takvog odnosa prema Skoli nije trebalo traziti u uc¢enicima
nego u njihovim roditeljima, vodenju prosvetne politike i stavovima pro-

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svetnih vlasti. Roditelji nisu skrivali bojazan da ¢e deca da im se ‘povla-
$e’ u srpskim Skolama, niti nade da ¢e im se odobriti posebne narodne i
islamske verske skole” (Kacapor 1987, 45).

Jedino je Skola na seoskom podrucju u PoZegi biljeZila ve¢inu musli-
manske djece, dok je ve¢ina drugih Skola bila sa iskljuc¢ivo srpskom dje-
com. Ovome treba dodati da u tim prvim poratnim godinama nije bilo
govora o Skolovanju Zenske, narocito muslimanske djece, kako u gradu
tako i na seoskom podrucju, a takvo stanje se nije promijenilo sve do kra-
ja meduratnog perioda (v. Kacapor 1987, 45).

Kada se posmatraju prosvjetno-kulturne prilike izmedu dva svjetska
rata, a u novopazarskom kraju, moZzemo zakljuciti da su one bile lose, tj.
da je u ovom srezu broj nepismenih iznosio vise od 75%, iako je do 1941.
godine radilo ¢ak , 17 osnovnih Skola, jedna niZa gimnazija sa Sest ode-
ljenja, jedna zanatsko-trgovacka skola s tri odeljenja, jedna zanatsko-¢ili-
marska i jedna Zenska zanatska Skola sa po jednim odeljenjem” (Maleti¢
1969, 301). Ni u ¢itavom Novopazarskom sandzaku situacija sa pismeno-
S¢u nije bila bolja. Tako nalazimo da je ,od ukupnog stanovnistva bano-
vine!® starijeg od 10 godina bilo (...) pismeno 51,2 % muske i 17,1 % Zen-
ske populacije (34% u proseku)” (Dimi¢ 1997, 87). ,Muslimanska deca su
u manjoj meri pohadala svetovne, gradske Skole, a moze se zakljuciti da
je ta ¢injenica rezultat uticaja koji je na njih imalo odvraéanje od strane
roditelja i veroucitelja muhamedanske vere” (Aksi¢ 2019, 58). Ipak, djeca
muslimanske vjeroispovijesti davana su u vjerske skole - mektebe, dok se
sjedan mali deo opredelio za medresu, spremajuci se za svestenicki po-
ziv" (Maleti¢ 1969, 301).

Stanje se po pitanju Skolovanja muslimanske djece ni u narednim
godinama nije poboljsalo, te je Ministarstvo prosvjete izdalo naredenje
o ukidanju sibjan-mekteba u Novom Pazaru (29. IV 1926. godine): ,Uki-
danje mekteba je shva¢eno kao nov korak srpskog pritiska. Mektebi su
nastavili da rade ilegalno, a broj obuhvacdene djece tom nastavom se nije
smanjivao” (Kac¢apor 1987, 46).

Pored navedenog razloga za izostanak iz svietovnih skola, Kacapor na-
vodi i ostale, kao $to su: izostanak djece sa nastave zbog poljskih radova
ili cuvanja stoke; sva djeca nisu ni mogla biti obuhvacena zbog toga sto
Skole nisu imale ni prostornih ni kadrovskih moguénosti da prime veci
broj ucenika. I kasnije, 1928/1929, nakon prelaska na bansku upravu i
donosenja novog Zakona o narodnim Skolama (v. Bac¢i¢ 1930), odnosno
nakon poostravanja mjera za roditelje i staraoce djece koja nisu, ili su

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neredovno iSla u Skolu, kada je pohadanje Skole znatno poboljsano, jer je
i svijest o potrebi Sskolovanja rasla u stanovnistvu, ,bogatiji Muslimani su
u najmanjem broju slali decu u skolu” (Kac¢apor 1987, 49).

Sibjan-mektebi su bili zamisljeni kao predskole za djecu do polaska
u Skolu. To je, medutim, ostala samo zamisao. Njih su pohadala i djeca
koja su bila dorasla za Skolu. Po zavrSetku mekteba ucenici su znali na-
pamet sve potrebne molitve za pet dnevnih vjerskih obreda (namaza) i
mnoge dijelove iz Kur’ana, ,Cije znaCenje nisu bili u stanju da tumace”
(Kacapor 1987, 152).

Do pocetka Drugog svjetskog rata u Novom Pazaru je bilo 52 hafiza.
Medresa je radila do 1941. godine. ,Ucenici medrese su bili iskljuc¢ivo
muskarci. Vecina ih je bila iz okolnih sela i varoSica, dok je bilo i sinova
uglednih gradana Novog Pazara. U jednom razredu medrese je u prosje-
ku bivalo izmedu 15 i 20 ucenika“ (Kacapor 1987, 155).

Nakon Drugog sjetskog rata situacija djelimicno pocinje da se krec¢e na
bolje u kontekstu pohadanja redovne Skole. Pored postojecih Skola, koje
bivaju prosirivane i u kojima se stvaraju bolji uslovi za rad, osnivaju se
zanatske Skole za Zensku djecu, zatim tecajevi za nepismene, tzv. analfa-
betski kursevi, vecernje Skole i dr., ali ,iako je bilo sve viSe opismenjenih,
u nekim novopazarskim selima se tek 1984. godine zavrSava sa opisme-
njavanjem” (Aksi¢ 2019, 59).

Mektebi i dalje imaju popularnost kod muslimanskog naroda. Mada,
mnogo viSe na selima nego u gradovima roditelji nastoje da salju djecu u
mekteb. ,Sibjan-mektebi su prestali sa radom prije Drugog svjetskog ra-
ta, jer je vlast zabranila njihov rad, ali plodovi njihovog postojanja su se
vidjeli i osjecali jos zadugo. Naime, jedan broj svrsenika ovih sibjan-mek-
teba je nastavio svoje Skolovanje u medresama i drugim visim Skolama i
kasnije se istakli u o¢uvanju islamskog vjerskog znanja na ovim prosto-
rima. Bilo je i onih koji nisu isli na dalje Skolovanje a koji su takode ostali
upamceni kao veliki alimi (u¢enjaci) i veliki da'ije (misionari). Jedan od
takvih je Amir Ziljki¢'” - slijepi alim, o ¢ijem se znanju i dan-danas prica,
a koji je bio ucenik Ismaila ef. Filibari¢a.!® (...) Pod njegovim nadzorom
radilo je oko jedanaest mekteba, i to: Orase i okolna sela, Raduhovce, gdje
je mekteb bio slican medresi, Drazevi¢e, Duga Poljana, Tutin i okolna sela,

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Mitrovica i dr (Hasanovic 2019, 51). Na mjestu imama i mualima nasli-
jedio ga je Ramiz ef. Ziljki¢ (1923-2003).

ZNACAJ AREBICE U OBRAZOVANJU ZENA U SANDZAKU

Uloga Zene u zajednici, u XX vijeku, na teritoriji Sandzaka bila je usko
povezana sa religijskim kanonima. Kod muslimana je izraZen i dugo se
zadrzao tradicionalni pristup Zivotu, Sto ¢e, uz sve socijalne i istorijske
prilike kreirati Zenin drustveni status i ulogu: da se njene obaveze vezu
za kucdu. Uz to, postojao je odredeni otklon prema tzv. svjetovnim, odno-
sno redovnim Skolama (mada, ovo se u prvoj polovini XX vijeka odnosi-
lo podjednako i na musku i na Zensku djecu) iz bojazni od asimiliacije, a
i da bi Zenska djeca sac¢uvala moralne vrijednosti, prema kriterijima ta-
dasnjeg shvatanja drustva. S druge strane, zenske osobe su mogle poha-
dati mekteb, u kojem se, osim osnovnih stvari po pitanju islama, ucilo i
arapsko pismo kako bi se tecno Citao Kuran. Ostala literatura je bila na
nasem jeziku, ali Stampana arebicom.

Polaznici mekteba u selu OrasSe, koje pripada opstini Tutin, a koje se
nalazi kod Ribarica, susretali su se sa pismom arebica jos u ranom dje-
tinjstvu. Tako, na primjer, sagovornica koja je djetinjstvo provela u po-
menutom mjestu, sa pismom arebica susrela se sa svojih nepunih Sest
godina (1986. godine), Sto znaci da je ovo pismo naucila prije polaska u
osnovnu Skolu.

Rad u mektebu osamdesetih godina XX vijeka bio je organizovan ta-
ko da je bio otvoren svakoga dana, u prijepodnevnim i poslijepodnevnim
satima, osim petkom, kada se nije iSlo u mekteb.'* Mekteb su mogli po-
hadati i djeca od pet godina pa nadalje, ali i odrasli, tj. svi oni koji su pri-
je svega Zeljeli da nauce kur’ansko pismo, kako bi mogli ,Citati“ Kur’an
na njegovom izvornom, arapskom jeziku, ali i doznati ostale stvari koje
islam propisuje. Vjersku pouku je vodio mula Ramiz ef. Ziljki¢, a mekteb
se nalazio u njegovoj porodi¢noj kuc¢i. Ovaj mekteb nisu pohadala samo
djeca iz tog sela, dolazila su i iz svih okolnih mjesta, jer se na mektebe
nije blagonaklono gledalo od strane aktuelne vlasti s obzirom na to da je
njihov rad bio zabranjen, pa su takva (vjerska) lica na selima i u to vri-
jeme bila rijetkost.

Nakon Sto bi polaznik savladao sva arapska slova i krenuo da cita
Kuran, uceéi uz to odredene odlomke iz njega napamet kako bi savladao
sve ono Sto sadrzi jedna dnevna molitva (namaz), ovaj efendija bi od po-

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laznika trazio da savlada i pismo arebicu. Arebicom je pisan spjev Meviud
(u Novom Pazaru i Tutinu je zastupljen Mevlud od Arifa Brkani¢a Saraj-
lije), ali i ostala vjerska literatura koja se odnosila na propise u islamu,
osnove vjerovanja i odgoj, odnosno lijepo ponasanje (fikh, akaid, ahlak),
na pravila prilikom ucenja Kurana (kiraet), ali i istorije islama (podaci o
prijasnjim BoZijim poslanicima i Objavama, kao i iz Muhamedovog Zivo-
ta - po islamskom ucenju posljednjeg Bozijeg poslanika).

U ovom mektebu je, dakle, sva literatura koju su polaznici koristili i
koju je efendija njima posudivao ili traZio da je imaju bila na arebici. Ovaj
mekteb i ovakav sistem rada u mektebu je bio aktivan ¢ak i tokom deve-
desetih godina XX vijeka. Pred kraj devedesetih prestaje ovakav sistem
poucavanja u ovom mektebu, moZda jedinom takvom postoje¢em. Do ta-
da, otprilike, u narodu postoje i generacije Zena koje su poznavale ovo
pismo, njime se sluzile, i nijedno vise nisu znale. Od tada ¢e i na selima
biti dostupnija literatura vjerskog sadrzaja pisana na latinici ili ¢irilici, ta-
ko da potreba za poznavanjem arebice kod obi¢nog Zivlja totalno nestaje.

S obzirom na to da su mektebi predstavljali veoma vaznu obrazovnu
instituciju za muslimansko stanovnistvo tokom cijelog XX vijeka, a da iz
pominjanih razloga Zenska djeca nisu iSla u svjetovne skole, nije bila ri-
jetkost da su pohadala bas mektebe. Zato ¢emo pri kraju XX vijeka ima-
ti primjere Zena u SandZaku koje nisu znale ni ¢irilicu ni latinicu, ali su
zato poznavale arebicu, pa su mogle citati literaturu na ovom pismu, kao
Sto je Mevlud, te literaturu vjerske tematike.

Na selima je - pedesetih, Sezdesetih i sedamdesetih godina XX vijeka
- obaveza da i zenska djeca pohadaju osnovnu $kolu i dalje bila u proce-
su sprovodenja. To moZemo uociti na osnovu izjave:

,Kako je socijalizam poceo, moralo se i¢i u Skolu, jer je Skolovanje
bilo uredeno zakonom. Ali opet se to izbjegavalo zato $to su Zenska
djeca trebala da rade poslove u kuéi i oko ku¢e. Mada, ni muska
djeca nisu bila postedena, ali u manjoj mjeri se njima zabranjivalo.
Zavisilo je viSe od njihove li¢ne volje. Dok nama, Zenskoj djeci, nisu
dali. Ja sam i$la u osnovnu 8kolu do 4. razreda, poslije nisam isla
dvije godine u Skolu. Pa sam nastavila i zavrsila 5. i 6. razred, jer bi u
suprotnom otac morao i¢i u zatvor. Na selima je u vecini slucajeva bila
sli¢na sudbina i ostale djece, a u gradu nije. Rijetki su skroz drugaciji
primjeri na selima; na primjer ¢erke komsije [...] se nisu Skolovale,
ali su radile u fabrici u Pazaru. Moje amidzZe su Zivjele u Tutinu, i oni
su svi Skolovali Zensku djecu; moje amidzicine, koje su istih godina
kao i ja, su zavrsile i srednju Skolu i fakulet. A na selima - ne ni
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osnovnu, uglavnom cetvrti razred samo. Kasnije se poceo sprovoditi
zakon - ili da se zavrsi osnovna ili da ocevi leZe u zatvoru ili da
placaju kazne. Tako se Zenskoj djeci na selima omogucuje da moraju
da zavrSe osnovnu skolu. Uporedo, ko nije htio da ide u srednju Skolu,
mogao je i¢i u vecCernju skolu, tamo su isle i djevojke. Takode, Zenska
djeca su zavrsSavala i razne kurseve. Naprimjer, moja mlada sestra je
zavrsila kurs za daktilografkinju. Otac je prodao kravu i od tog novca
je uplac¢ena ¢lanarina za taj kurs. Jedan brat, mladi, je iSao u vecernju
skolu, koja je imala status srednje. Osamdesetih godina je ve¢ postalo
normalno da zenska djeca sa sela redovno pohadaju osnovnu Skolu,
a srednja je i dalje rijetkost” (Vesenic¢e/Tutin).

Iako je rad mekteba bio zvani¢no zabranjen, na selima i ponegdje u
gradovima njegov rad poslije Drugog svjetskog rata nije prestajao, mada
znatno smanjenog intenziteta. I uglavnom je organizovan u privatnim ku-
¢ama. Smatra se da su mektebi i medrese imali presudan znacaj u ocu-
vanju i prenoSenju islamskog vjerskog znanja i nakon Drugog svjetskog
rata. Vjerska pouka u mektebima je bila organizovana na dobrovoljnoj
osnovi, nije bila obavezna i izvodila se uglavhom vikendom i drugim da-
nima kada djeca nisu isla u Skolu. Izuzetak je bio mekteb u Orasu, koji je
bio otvoren svakog dana bez obzira na to da li je bio dan za Skolu, osim
petkom; u pitanju je druga polovina sedamdesetih godina pa nadalje. Ne-
Sto kasnije, mektepska nastava se izvodi u dZzamijama ili u mektebima
- objektima koji su posebno izgradeni za izvodenje vjerske pouke (v. Ha-
sanovic¢ 2019, 50-51).

Jedna nasa ispitanica, rodena 1957. godine, opisuje gdje se odrzavala
vjerska pouka Sezdesetih godina XX vijeka:

,U nasem selu nije postojala dzamija u to vrijeme kada sam ja odrastala,
zabranjivano da klanjamo, samo onaj ko je bio ¢lan partije, on nije
dolazio, pa ni njegova uza porodica. A nekako se podrazumijevalo da
idemo u mekteb, tu niko nije postavljao pitanje ,bi li iSao - ili ne bi",
podjednako se to odnosilo na musku i zensku djecu. Ali kao da su Zenska
djeca bila aZzurnija i nastojala su da budu sto bolji u¢enici u mektebu
i da ih efendija pohvali kod roditelja ili u selu. Bilo je sramota da se
efendija pozali roditeljima kako nismo dobri, posebno se to odnosilo
na Zensku djecu. Ja sam pohadala mektepsku pouku oko godinu i po, u
devetoj i desetoj godini Zivota, a ona se odvijala u hodzinoj ku¢i, mula
Ramizovoj, u Orasu” (Orase/Tutin).
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Svakako da nisu sva Zenska djeca iSla u mekteb i da nisu sva ona koja
su iSla u mekteb znala i arebicu. Poznavanje arebice i ¢itanje literature
koja je napisana ovim pismom, kao i sticanje i prosirivanje znanja pu-
tem nje bila je privilegija onih boljih polaznika, odnosno onih koje je to
posebno zanimalo. To potvrduje i ova sagovornica, koja kaze da ona, za
godinu i po koliko je iSla u mekteb, nije naucila arebicu:

»,Imala sam mogucénost da ja nauc¢im; neka djeca su naucila arabicu, ali
janisam. Naucila sam arapsko pismo samo. Nije me niko ni tjerao mnogo
da je naucim, jer kad sam pocela u Mevlud (koji je pisan arebicom), ja
sam prestala da idem u mekteb. U redovnu Skolu sam i$la do 6. razreda,
znala sam da ¢itam i piSem na latinici i ¢irilici. Dalje nisam iSla u Skolu
jer je to tako bilo u to vrijeme - Zenska djeca su bila potrebna kod kuce,
da pomazu majci oko stoke i ostalih radova. Otac nam je bio ¢esto na
sluzbenim putovanjima, jer je u to vrijeme bio upravnik Zadruge u
Ribari¢u” (Orase/Tutin).

Vremenom sve se jasnije postavljaju granice izmedu svjetovnog i vjer-
skog obrazovanja, tj. vjersko obrazovanje se i dalje stice u mektebima, ali
ono ide uporedo sa obaveznim, tzv. svjetovnim.

Ispitanik, koji je 1951. godiste, govorio je o obrazovanju Zena u svom
vremenu, ali i iz vcemena njegove majke koja je 1926. godiste:

,Kada su Zenska djeca u pitanju i njihovo obrazovanje, nije im se
poklanjala paznja za Skolovanje, niti se pridavao ikakav znacaj tome
da ona treba da se obrazuju. Moja majka [...] (1926-2009), koja je Zivjela
u Paljevu, nije iSla u Skolu, bila je nepismena. I rad mekteba je bio slabiji
u njeno doba, ali je njen amidza bio vjeroucitelj i ona je, zahvaljujuci
tome $to joj je bio blizu, naucila kod njega arapsko pismo. Cijelog svog
zivota nije znala ni latinicu ni ¢irilicu, ali je mogla da ¢ita tekstove
pisane arabicom.

U moje vrijeme, ja sam zavrsio srednju Skolu, iSao sam i na fakultet,
brat isto. Sestrama nije niko zabranjivao da se skoluju i nakon osnovne
Skole, ali takva je bila svijest u narodu - da se u tim godinama razmislja
viSe o udaji nego o nastavku skolovanja. Ja nisam iSao u mekteb, sestre
jesu. Mektebi su, u to vrijeme, u nasem okruzenju postojali u Orlju,
Orasu i Crkvinama; tamo su mektebi radili i kad je bio socijalizam. To
su bili centri vjeronauke. Mula Amir Ziljki¢ je bio putujuci vjeroucitelj.
On je iSao po cijelom Sandzaku. On je poducavao arapskom pismu”
(Orase/Tutin).
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Ispitanica, rodena 1956. godine, iznijela je svoje iskustvo pohadanja
mekteba:

».Imala sam 11-12 godina kada sam pohadala mekteb. Prvo smo ucili
harfove (arapska slova), pa smo ucili Sartove (osnovna znanja o vjeri
islamu), tedzvid (pravila koja se odnose na pravilno uc¢enje Kur’ana) i
Mevlud smo ¢itali na arabici. Moj efendija se zvao Selim DZakovac - iz
Vrapca (susjednog sela), a prije njega je bio mula Ramo, a prije njega
mula Ruso; njih dvojica su iz Veseni¢a, mog sela. U mekteb smo isli
za vrijeme raspusta, svaki dan. Kad se islo u skolu, u mekteb smo isli
vikendom" (Vesenice/Tutin).

Na pitanje kako su im roditelji dozvoljavali da odlaze u mekteb ako
su bili potrebni u ku¢i, zbog posla, jedna ispitanica, koja je 1956. godiste,
istice sljedece:

,U mekteb smo odlazili u vrijeme kad dognamo stoku ku¢ama oko
podneva - na popasak. Svi koji smo pohadali mekteb naucili smo citati
Kur’an, obavljati namaz i ko je htio shvatio je i pravila arabice. Ja sam
svoju Zensku djecu poducila arabici i ona je znaju, mada danas sve
imamo u knjigama na latinici” (Veseni¢e/Tutin).

Na osnovu kazivanja njenog sina, V. R. iz Pruznja (PeSter, Zivjela 1933-
2021. godine) naucila ja arebicu jos kao dijete, a u redovnu skolu nije isla:

»,Moja majka, Allah joj dZenet podario, je jo$ kao dijete naucila arabicu.
Isto je i moja amidzZinica A. R. iz Gra¢ana, poviSe Sopoc¢ana, koja je ‘27.
godiste, a 1965. odselila za Tursku, i ona je znala arabicu; samo je ona,
za razliku od moje majke, iSla u Skolu. Moja majka nije iSla u $kolu, nije
znala da cita i piSe ni na ¢irilici ni na latinici, samo na arabici, ali znala
je da racuna; i to dobro da ra¢una, napamet, bolje nego mi svi. Mene je
naucila kur'anskom pismu, ali ne i arabici. U njeno vrijeme u mekteb
se moglo i¢i svaki dan, otkako pomile pa sve do punoljetstva djeca su
iSla u mekteb” (Pruzanj/Pester).

Nas sljedeci ispitanik, muskarac, roden 1953. godine, iz Novog Pa-
zara, kaze da su u mekteb iSla djeca od 6 do 15 godina starosti, te da se
mektepska pouka izvodila u dzamijama, ali viSe u privatnim kuéama.
Posebnost u izjavi ovog sagovornika ogleda se u tome sto je u mektebu
njega ucila Zena:

~Pohadao sam mekteb dvije godine, ali ne u kontinuitetu. Nije me niko
ni tjerao da idem, a nisu se, da budem iskren, ni efendije potrudili svojim
metodama da nas djecu narocito privuku. Mektepska pouka koju sam
ja pohadao izvodila se u jednoj privatnoj ku¢i u Pazaru, preko puta
Melajske dZzamije, a ucila nas je Saliha, prezimena ne mogu da se sjetim.
Ona nas je poducavala da klanjamo i kur'anskom pismu, ali nije mi
poznato da je znala arabicu; prije bih rekao da nije. Efendije su u to
vrijeme bili uglavnom priuceni, tako da je i ona bila priucena za taj
posao” (Novi Pazar).

Skolovanje zenske djece na sandzackom podrudju ¢ija su osobna uvje-
renja i zivotna usmjerenja okrenuta islamskoj vjerskoj tradiciji biva olak-
Sano otvaranjem zZenske srednje vjerske Skole, medrese, 1995. godine u
Novom Pazaru. Rad muske medrese u Novom Pazaru je obnovljen 1990,
koja je inace prestala da postoji 1946. godine. Podjseticemo da je u No-
vom Pazaru Medresa prvobitno radila do 1941. godine - u jednom razre-
du medrese je u prosjeku bivalo izmedu 15 i 20 u¢enika; ve¢ina uc¢enika
ih je bila iz okolnih sela i varosica, dok je bilo i sinova poznatijih gradana
Novog Pazara; vazno je napomenuti da su ucenici u toj medresi bili is-
kljuc¢ivo muskarci (v. Kacapor 1987, 55).

Tako, 1995. godine, osnivanjem Zenske medrese u Sandzaku, broj-
ne djevojke konacno dobijaju priliku da se obrazuju u skoli za islamsko
obrazovanje. Djevojke, njih dvadeset koliko je ¢inilo tu prvu generaciju
(iz Novog Pazara, Tutina, Priboja, Prijepolja, Peci i Bijelog Polja), bile su
smjesStene u novosagradenoj zgradi sa internatom u haremu Bor-dZami-
je u Novom Pazaru. Prva generacija Zenske medrese u Novom Pazaru je
diplomirala 2000. godine. Po zavrsetku ove Skole danas je moguce upi-
sati zeljeni fakultet u Srbiji, Sto u startu i nije bio sluc¢aj, pa su svrsenici
ove Skole nastavljali Skolovanje vani - naj¢esc¢e u arapskim zemljama,
Turskoj, Bosni i Hercegovini itd. U pocetku su uglavnom to bili fakulteti
islamske teologije, ali se vremenom promijenila takva praksa; svrsenice
medrese, koje praktikuju islamski nacin odijevanja, diplomci su raznih
fakulteta i doktorskih studija.

ZAKLJUCNA PROMATRANJA

Muslimansko stanovnistvo je obrazovano u osmanskom obrazovnom
sistemu, te je poznavanje arapskog pisma bilo osnov za dalje napredo-
vanje. Nakon balkanskih ratova, na nasim prostorima otvaraju se sko-
le na srpskom jeziku. Sa radom nastavljaju (sibjan) mektebi, koji su bi-
li zamisljeni kao predskolske ustanove za djecu do polaska u skolu. To

je, medutim, ostala samo zamisao. Njih su pohadala i djeca koja su bila
dorasla za Skolu. Zato su 29. 4. 1926. zvani¢no zatvoreni sibjan-mekte-
bi, ali u okviru redovne Skole do Drugog svjetskog rata postoji predmet
vjeronauke. Mektebi, unatoc¢ toj zabrani, nastoje da rade na nekim mje-
stima. Zenska djeca ne pohadaju redovnu $kolu, ali u mektebima uce
pismo arebicu i tako sti¢u vjersko obrazovanje. Za nepohadanje redovne
skole uvedene su kazne, tako da muslimani nakon Drugog svjetskog ra-
ta pocinju u vecoj mjeri da Salju i Zensku djecu u skole. Na selima je to
i dalje usporen proces. Uporedo, djeca pohadaju mektebe. Zenskoj djeci
je preporuceno da odlaze u mekteb i tamo sticu osnovna znanja o vjeri
islamu. Neki mektebi su zadrzali sistem poucavanja iz osmanskog peri-
oda, pa su oni napredniji ucenici ucili o vjeri iz literature koja je pisana
arebicom i upoznavali se sa alhamijado knjiZzevnosc¢u. Do pred kraj XX
vijeka imali smo Zene u SandzZaku koje su znale arebicu, a nisu pozna-
vale niti jedno drugo pismo.

Poznavanje arapskog pisma je i dalje veoma vazno u Zivotima mu-
slimana na ovim prostorima, jer je sveta knjiga Kur’'an na arapskom je-
ziku, a samo iS¢itavanje Kur’ana u originalu predstavlja vjerski ¢in. Me-
dutim, pismo arebica prestalo je biti aktuelno i vrlo su rijetki pojedinci
medu mladim generacijama koji se interesuju da ga savladaju. Mevlud
se i dalje recitira (u narodu se kaze ,uci“) na mevludskim svecanosti-
ma, koje su i u XXI vijeku veoma popularne u narodu, s obzirom na to
da se ove svecanosti organizuju prilikom raznih prilika (obiljezavanje
vjerskih blagdana, radanje djeteta, sunecenje itd.), ali je ispisan na la-
tinici. U XXI vijeku u Sandzaku viSe nije upitna pismenost zZena, jer taj
problem odavno ne postoji. Vjerska literatura je svakom dostupna na
jezicima kojim se govori na nasem podrucju, u cemu znatno olaksava i
savremena tehnologija.

Arebica je intenzivno ostala u upotrebi sve do Drugog svjetskog rata i
vremenom je dobila vrijednost muslimanskog/bosnjackog pisma. Prema
Hanki Vajzovi¢, ovom pismu se u novijim izmijenjenim drustveno-po-
litickim prilikama (nakon turske vladavine) pridavala jos ve¢a vaznost
nego ranije u o¢uvanju vjersko-nacionalne ravnoteze naspram latini-
ce - kao katolicko-hrvatskog pisma i ¢irilice - kao pravoslavno-srpskog
pisma. Medutim, smjena vlasti, dolazak novog jugoslovenskog poretka,
koji standardizuje zajednicki (srpsko-hrvatski) jezik, uslovi¢e kako po-
liticke i drustvene, tako i kulturne i jezicke promjene kod stanovnistva,
a to ¢e odrediti i kasniju sudbinu arebice. Vajzovi¢ smatra da su arebi-
cu ,nametnule prilike vezane za turski period - kad je okoncan, ozbilj-
no su umanjeni i razlozi upotrebe ovog pisma“ (Vajzovi¢ 2003, 14), a iz-

medu ostalog, navodi i nekoliko razloga zasto arebica nije mogla imati
buduc¢nost.

Bavljenje alhamijado knjiZevnos¢u - koja je nastajala na arebici - da-
nas je na nasem prostoru znatno prisutnije nego Sto je ikad bilo. Nakon
Sarajeva, ovoj knjiZevnoj oblasti se najvisSe posvecuje paznje u Novom
Pazaru, te se moze re¢i da Novi Pazar ve¢ postaje reprezentativan prostor
na kome ce se izuéavati alhamijado knjizevnost (v. Semsovi¢ 2019, 31).
Ovim, barem djelimi¢no, postoji nada da ovo pismo, kao prezenter Citave
jedne kulture koja je nastajala na nasem tlu, nece nestati i da ¢e ostati kao
svjedocanstvo jednog perioda obiljeZenog i Zenskim vjerskim ucenjem.

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The First Women Ethnologists in the
Education

The first ethnologists in Serbia appeared in the last decade of the 19th century.
The Department of Ethnology at the Faculty of Philosophy in Belgrade was
founded in 1906. The first woman with a degree in ethnology in the period
before the Second World War was Milena Lapcevic. After the Second World
War, enrolment of women in ethnology department at the Faculty of Philosophy
in Belgrade increased. In the 1950s, women graduate ethnologists get the
opportunity to work as lecturers. Until the 1970s professors at the Department
of Ethnology were mostly men. However, since then, women have taken over
the primacy at the department. Hence, the inclusion of women in teaching
expands research topics. This paper gives an overview from the beginnings of
the work of women ethnologists in education as well as their research areas.

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The Role of Women in Higher Education:
The Connection Between the Opera Artist
and the Vocal Pedagogue in the Period of
Yugoslav Socialism

The subject of this paper relates to the research on the role of women in higher
education in the context of Yugoslav socialism (1945-1990) with a focus on
creating an opera artist through education and professional experience to vocal
pedagogue at the Faculty of Music in Belgrade. In this sense, the paper will
cover the period in which future primadonnas trained their voices (1950s),
built their domestic and foreign opera careers (from the 1960s to the 1990s)
and then their pedagogical work (from 1990s). For the purposes of the research,
it was necessary to collect and systematize material that includes biographies
and testimonies of primadonnas, from which conclusions were drawn about
vocal music practice, ie. solo singing at the Faculty of Music, and about the
opportunities that education provides to young students for affirmation in this
vocation. The aim of the paper is to place the life stories of the primadonna of the
Belgrade Opera in the context of the Yugoslav socialist society, with the intention
of shedding light on educational, career and pedagogical development, as well as
the conditions that contributed to their artistic and later pedagogical vocation.

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The Long Road to Equality:
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In the first decades of the 20th century in Argentina, especially in 1918, there
was a university reform promoted by the student movement and that promoted
the democratization of the universities. However, the massive incorporation of
women into the country’s national universities is going to arrive almost around
the end of the century. Thus, in the first decades of the 21st century, several
reforms were produced in most of the Argentine universities, which were
promoted by the feminist movement, the women professors and researchers, the
students and the administrative workers. The main reforms were the enactment
of protocols in cases of violence and / or discrimination based on gender, the
creation of gender areas in the administrative and organizational structures
of the universities, and the inclusion of parity for the selection of authorities.
In this chapter, the latest feminist transformations and reforms in Argentine
national universities will be analyzed based on three key areas: (i) violence and
discrimination based on gender, (ii) processes of institutionalization of gender
areas, and (iii) inclusion of parity for the selection of authorities. Likewise, there
will be a brief description of the main inequalities at the university level such
as horizontal and vertical segmentation.

INTRODUCTION

“The big changes happen if we do well (as much or as little)

! Micaela Garcia, was a 21-year-old girl, a member of the Evita Movement and also
of the “Ni Una Menos” movement, who was victim of a femicide. The femicide was
perpetrated by a person sentenced to a 9-year sentence for the rape of two women,
which occurred prior to the rape followed by the femicide of Micaela. In 2019, Law
27,499 (called the Micaela Law) was approved, which establishes mandatory training
in gender and gender-based violence for all people who work in public office, in the
Executive, Legislative and Judicial branches of the Nation.
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In the first decades of the 20th century in Argentina, especially in 1918
within the National University of Cérdoba, there was a deep university re-
form driven by the student movement that promoted the defense of uni-
versal and free education as well as the democratization of national uni-
versities that had an impact that even transcended its time and borders.
However, one of the biggest debts of that reform was that despite the fact
that the (few) university women were there studying, supporting and fight-
ing for their incorporation under conditions of equality, they were made
invisible and so were their contributions and claims (Pautassi & Balardini
2020; Morgade 2020).

Thus, since 2015, accompanied by the process of massive visibility
of the demands of the feminist movement, a new stage began in Argen-
tine national universities that some authors call the second university
reform (). The same year, the Interuniversity Network for Gender Equal-
ity and Against Violence was created with the integration of more than
20 universities out of a total of 50. The network was created as a space
for promoting academic activities, circulation of management experi-
ences and intervention, ideas and proposals for the mainstreaming of
the gender perspective in the higher education system. Later, in 2018,
the network -called the Interuniversity Network for Gender Equality and
Against Violence (RUGE for its in spanish)- managed to institutional-
ize itself by being incorporated into the National Interuniversity Coun-
cil (CIN), with the aim of collaborating in the design and development
of policies that contribute to eradicate gender inequalities and violence
(Torlucci et al. 2019).

On the other hand, although the inclusion of gender issues in the uni-
versity political and academic agenda began at the beginning of the 20th
century, during its last decades there has been an increase and women
have been creating research and teaching spaces linked to the “Women’s
Studies” and “Feminist Theories” generating a flourishing of postgrad-
uate programs, undergraduate subjects and an increase in the produc-
tion of knowledge about inequalities and violence for reasons of gender
(Vazquez Laba & Rugna 2015 and Femenias 2002). And, in recent years,
studies on women’s access to Argentine universities have proliferated
(Barrancos 2007; Itati Palermo 2006); the process of gender institution-
alization in the Argentine university system (Torlucci et al. 2019), gen-
der-based violence and experiences of implementing institutional devices
such as equality plans, protocols and case studies in different universi-
ties (Aguilar Rédenas et. al 2009; Aucia 2017; Blanco 2016; Rovetto &
Figueroa 2017; Vazquez Laba & Palumbo 2019; Vazquez Laba & Rugna
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2015; Mondelli 2017) Along with studies on the participation of wom-
en in decision-making spaces, research on the research on the place of
women in university governments (Rulli 2019; Kantolick & Gally 2020;
Pinto 2020; Arranz 2020; Mera 2020).

Thus, in recent years, women and feminist groups began to promote
and promote reforms and new gender policies in universities and high-
er education institutions: Secretariats, areas and gender programs were
created, action protocols were approved in situations of gender-based vi-
olence, equality plans, regulations that promote and approve the use of
non-sexist inclusive language in the university environment, reforms of
electoral systems to include parity in the composition of candidate lists,
among other measures.

This chapter analyzes the main advances in gender policies in Argen-
tine national universities as well as pointing out the pending challenges.
The chapter is organized in five sections, the first being the present intro-
duction. The second section presents an analysis and data on the sanction
of action protocols against gender violence in higher education institu-
tions. Next, in the third section, the process of institutionalization of gen-
der in the Argentine national universities is described, carrying out an
analysis with the institutionality at the level of the national State. In the
fourth section, an analysis of the horizontal and vertical segmentation in
national universities and the advances in the reforms to the systems of
election of university authorities is carried out.

2. THE SANCTION OF ACTION PROTOCOLS
AGAINST GENDER-BASED VIOLENCE

In 2009, Law No. 26,485 on Comprehensive Protection to Prevent, Pun-
ish and Eradicate Violence against Women in the areas that develop
their interpersonal relationships was sanctioned. The law defines the
different types of violence to which women can be subjected: physi-
cal, psychological, sexual, economic or patrimonial and symbolic. Like-
wise, in 2019, political violence was included as a new type (Law No.
27,533). This law establishes different forms of violence: (i) domestic vi-
olence; (ii) institutional violence; (iii) workplace violence; (iv) violence
against reproductive freedom; (v) obstetric violence and (vi) media vi-
olence. In 2019, (vii) violence against women in the public space (Law
No. 27,501/19) and (viii) political public violence (Law No. 27,533/19)
were incorporated.

Five years later, in 2014, the National University of Comahue was the
first to approve an action protocol against gender violence and by 2021,
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95% of Argentine national universities had already done so. As can be
seen in Graph 1, as of 2015 there was a process of increased approval of
this device that grew in step with the massification and visibility of the
demands of the feminist movement in the streets and broader political
processes. According to Torlucci et. al (2019: 3): “the increase between
2017 and 2018 is linked to the accumulation and political work of univer-
sity feminists added to the mobilization process that had a clear boom in
2015 with the first “Ni una Menos”, then the “stop women'’s international
“and in 2018 the “scarves” from the debate in the National Congress on
the legalization and decriminalization of abortion

In 2019, Law 27,499, known as the Micaela Law, was approved in the
National Congress, which establishes mandatory gender awareness and
training for officials of the three branches of government. A few months
after its approval, promoted by the coordination of the RUGE, the Nation-
al Interuniversity Council adhered to the Micaela Law and promoted its
adherence in all national universities to carry out training in all cloisters.
Quickly, more than 81.9% of the total of national universities adhered to
the law and a little less than half (47.5%) began with the training, mostly
to the authorities (31%), the non-teaching faculty (27%) and the teaching
and student body (21%) (Ruge 2019 and Torlucci et. al 2019).

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3. INSTITUTIONALLY AND THE PROCESS
OF GENDER INSTITUTIONALIZATION
IN ARGENTINE NATIONAL UNIVERSITIES

Gender institutionality is made up of a set of international commitments,
laws, mechanisms, institutions, actors and people that have made it pos-
sible to make visible and institutionalize the problem and the demands
linked to gender inequalities in society and the State (Guzman 2001).
Thus, gender institutionality implies the crystallization of political and
technical processes that are reflected in the organizational structure for
the management of public policies on women'’s rights and gender equal-
ity in all powers and levels of the State.

This process, that of the institutionalization of gender areas in the
State, has not been unequivocal, but rather has been a dynamic social
and political process permeable to economic, social and cultural chang-
es both internally and internationally that made it possible to recognize
the women and LGBTI+ people, promoted by the feminist movement and
dissidence. All this journey can be seen in the different advances in the
definitions of public policies that have been implemented, from policies
for women, those of affirmative action, the incorporation of the gender
perspective and more recently those aimed at mainstreaming. of gender
(Rodriguez Gusta 2008; Payo 2017).

At the level of the national state structure, this process began in 1983
with the transition to democracy when the Program for the Promotion of
Women and the Family was created and in 1985 it became the Undersec-
retary for Women (depending on the Ministry of Health and Social Action
of the Nation). In 1992, the National Council for Women was created, re-
porting directly to the Presidency of the Nation and including in its objec-
tives progress in the fulfillment of the commitments assumed in joining
CEDAW. During the 1990s and early 2000s, the areas of gender or women at
the subnational level and the capacities of the national State to mainstream
the gender perspective were strengthened. In 2009, the National Law No.
26,485 on the Comprehensive Protection of Women was approved to pre-
vent, punish and eradicate violence against women and the National Coun-
cil for Women was established as the governing body in charge of designing
the public policies necessary to enforce the provisions established therein.

Subsequently, in 2017, a process of hierarchization of the institutional
framework took place when the National Institute for Women was creat-
ed (as a decentralized body with the rank of Secretary of State in the or-
bit of the Ministry of Social Development of the Nation) and the National
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Plan of Action for the Prevention, Assistance and Eradication of Violence
against Women (2017-2019) and later in 2018, the Plan for Equal Oppor-
tunities and Rights (PIOD 2018-2020) with the aim of developing strategic
planning and as a tool for mainstreaming gender policies in the country.
Finally, in 2019, a new process of hierarchization and expansion of the
institutional approach took place when the National Ministry of Women,
Gender and Diversity was created, including not only issues of violence
but also economic, political, sexual health and diversity autonomy.

At the same time, in the Argentine university system, the process of
gender institutionalization has accelerated in recent years: as already
mentioned, in 2018 the RUGE was created by institutionalizing it and be-
ing incorporated into the Council National Interuniversity. RUGE played
a fundamental role in promoting progress in the process of prioritization
and professionalization of gender policies within Argentine national uni-
versities (Torlucci et. al 2019). More than 60% of the universities have cre-
ated some type of institutional space for gender, of which, as can be seen
in Graph 2, the majority are of the “Program” (55.2%) and “Commission/
Committee” range. (26.3%). Only a small percentage has created institu-
tional spaces of a higher hierarchical rank, such as “Secretariats” (5.2%),
“Undersecretariats” (2.6%) and “Directors” (7.9%).

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However, despite the growth in the creation of gender areas in national
universities, they do not have adequate funding to be able to design and
implement policies. In other words, the existence of institutional spaces
does not guarantee that adequate financing and human resources are
allocated for their development. Thus, according to data from the RUGE
(2019), only 25% of the institutional gender spaces that had been created
by 2019 had their own budget and 54% of them have at least one desig-
nated person, and of this proportion, 47% 5% have between 2 to 5 people
working, which accounts for a consolidated team.

4. CEILING GLASSES AND WALLS
AT ARGENTINE NATIONAL UNIVERSITIES

The phenomenon of horizontal and vertical segregation that women face
in other areas such as the labor market or in spaces of political participa-
tion at all levels of the state, is not alien to university women in Argenti-
na. Thus, according to the Secretary of University Policies (2020), 58% of
students in undergraduate and graduate courses, 58.4% of newly enrolled
students and 61.1% of graduates of national universities are women. Like-
wise, the presence of female students predominates in the careers of so-
cial sciences, humanities and medical and health sciences.

According to the Ministry of Science, Technology and Productive In-
novation (2018), women are the majority of those enrolled in the areas
of humanities and arts (60%), social sciences (59.6%) medical and health
sciences (74 .6%); while men are a majority in the areas of engineering
and technology (66.5%), natural and exact sciences (59.8%). The same
happens with the distribution of graduates in undergraduate courses,
with women being the majority in the areas of knowledge of humanities
and arts, social sciences, and medical and health sciences; while men in
the areas of engineering and technology, natural and exact sciences and
agricultural and veterinary sciences.

In the case of university professors, in the distribution of positions ac-
cording to sex, a scenario of almost parity is evident: 49.9% of teaching
positions are held by women and 50.5% by non-teachers. However, 58.5%
of senior authority positions are held by men. In 2019, 87% of the rectors
and 66% of the deans were men (highest university authorities in the
country). This means that although women represent the same propor-
tion as men in classrooms, corridors and laboratories, they do not occupy
the same places in management and decision-making positions. Going
down the institutional ladder, inequality decreases slightly in the positions
of vice-rectorate (31% women), university secretaries (35% women) and
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vice-deanship (47% women). These data show that women'’s access to the
top of the organizational pyramid of political management positions is
far from reaching parity (SPU, 2020).

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Vertical segregation, known by feminist studies as the glass ceiling,
is a phenomenon that expresses the low representation of women in the
highest positions of power and in the positions of greatest responsibility in
the different areas of work and political participation of women. that uni-
versity institutions are no strangers. However, in recent years, also hand
in hand with political processes linked to parity democracy at the national
and subnational levels, progress has been made in universities to incor-
porate gender parity regulations for the preparation of candidate lists. to
councilors for the elections of faculty of all the collegiate bodies, among
which the reforms included in the National University of San Martin and
the University of Buenos Aires in 2019 stand out.

5. FINAL THOUGHTS: THE LONG ROAD TO EQUALITY

As has been analyzed, the political, institutional and social advances re-
garding the gender and diversity agenda in the national universities in
Argentina have been extensive and proliferate according with reforms at
the national level. In recent years, it has been produced many advances
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related to the right to a life free from all forms of violence and discrim-
ination, sexual and reproductive rights, civil and political rights and, to
a lesser extent, economic, social and cultural rights, especially linked to
inequalities in domestic and care work.

In the field of national universities, although there have been advanc-
es related to regulations and the creation of institutions, there are still in-
formal practices and rules, sustained in the patriarchal political and cul-
tural system, that hinder the expansion of women’s political participation
and in the eradication of gender-based violence. However, progress has
also been made regarding other relevant issues such as the inclusion of
inclusive and non-sexist language in official documents, and the devel-
opment of care policies in national universities. An example of this is the
incorporation of student maternity leave, the creation of children’s spac-
es (such as nurseries, play centers or children’s centers) and the granting
of scholarships to students with dependent children.

The steps that follow on the path towards equality must be guided by
the consolidation of gender institutions, sustainable and adequate financ-
ing, and an strong political will.

The article analyses the situation of women in the legal professions in
Argentina, with special reference to the Argentine judicial system. It enquires
into the context of the main socio-legal transformations that allowed Argentine
women, initially, to access higher education, professional practice and political
citizenship and, later, to access the rights that provide the framework to have a
life free of gender-based discrimination, including the cluster of LGBTI+ rights.
It describes the incorporation of gender mainstreaming into the legal and
institutional universe of legal professions in recent decades. Lastly, it reflects
on two dimensions of gender-based discrimination that still prevail: that of
epistfemicide and that of the glass ceiling, and provides some keys to design
strategies for its eradication.

1. INTRODUCTION

Since the first Argentine lawyer, Maria Angélica Barreda, graduated in
1910, the expansion of university education has contributed, in our coun-
try, to an increase in the number of male and female lawyers. This phe-
nomenon coincided with an unceasing growth of the judiciary and legal
firms, which promoted a trend towards salaried work by legal profession-
als. In the years of neoliberal expansion (the 1970s and the 1990s, espe-
cially the latter), the diversification of the integration into the salaried la-
bour market of the legal professions occurred together with a deepening
of social inequalities (Bergoglio 2009).

The period of recovery from the deep and dramatic economic and so-
cial crisis that took place at the end of 2001 began in 2003, and brought
about a large number of transformations of the State and its actions to
revert the serious social inequalities in place. The gender agenda, how-
ever, began to expand in more recent times, and came hand in hand with
a deep legal transformation, which recognized, expanded and strength-
ened women and LGBTI+ rights.
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In the last two decades, there have been a series of transformations
of institutional policies and of legal education in universities happening
at the same time as the aforementioned process of recognition and ex-
pansion of rights.

What we now call gender mainstreaming gradually became estab-
lished in several areas of Argentine law and its practice. However, gender
inequalities in the legal professions arise as a persistent phenomenon.

2. THE REGULATORY FRAMEWORK
OF GENDER EQUALITY IN ARGENTINA

The institutional system outlined in the Constitution approved in 1853,
in force - with amendments - to this day, establishes a ,representative,
republican and federal” government (Section 1), along some of the lines
of the US Constitution of 1787. Thus, the 1853 Constitution enshrined an
androcentric constitutionalism, which under the veil of an alleged ,neu-
trality”, excluded women from the category of citizens and full subjects
of rights.

The process towards equal rights began in our country at the end of the
19™ century, when it was recognized that equality in civil rights for women
was limited, and after a period of relative inactivity, it was resumed in the
mid-20™ century, when equal political rights were recognized. The most
substantive legal reforms that paved the way for eradicating the gender
discrimination established in the patriarchal legal structure were much
more recent, and most of them coincided with the inclusion of a gender
agenda in public policies.

As we see it now, women’s access to rights can be presented as a con-
sequence of the natural developments of an era or as the result of a com-
plex plotline where the leading roles of women and other subjects of rights
that were initially excluded from the original design of the constellation
of our State, can grow. From this second viewpoint, we can perceive the
inclusion of women as citizens and the expansion of their civil, political,
social, economic and cultural rights, as a series of overlapping canvases
that put together the rules that recognize the legal capacity of individuals.
This is nothing but a celebrated conquest of equal human rights.

This tapestry, gazed through a lens that exposes the discrimination to
which women have been subjected - and underpins focused legal practice
and legislation to eradicate it - is woven with the threads of the search to
vindicate the freedom of women, which showed the traditional spaces of
subordination to which they have been subjected and the limitations im-
posed to their autonomy, dignity, and personal integrity in several spheres
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of their lives, such as those that arise, among others, from the system-
atic subjugation to various forms of inferiorisation or even annihilation
through gender violence, one of the most extreme and persistent channels
of structural subjugation of women and LGTBI+ people - for the mere fact
of being - that exist in our society.

Over the last thirty years, transformations were faster and deeper, and
were marked, among others, by the following milestones:

(a) The constitutionalisation of women’s human rights. In 1994, our
country underwent a constitutional reform that incorporated internation-
al human rights treaties into the Constitution. By way of this reform, CE-
DAW,! among other important conventions that recognize women’s human
rights, became part of the constitutional text (section 75, subsection 22);

(b) The acknowledgement of specific rights for women, in particular,
based on the international commitments undertaken at the government
level since the adoption of the Inter-American Convention to Prevent,
Punish and Eradicate Violence against Women, known as the Belém do
Para Convention (1994), which is the first international treaty at region-
al level that recognizes the right to a life free of gender-based violence.

(c) The recognition of LGBTI+ people as subjects of rights, with the
approval of same-sex marriage and self-perceived gender identity laws,
among others.

Reviewing the historical plotline of this journey, it is important to re-
build the active role that many women and LGBTI+ people have played
in claiming their own rights, those of their sons and daughters and of so-
ciety as a whole.

Despite the many obstacles that stood in the way, the prominence of
women was notable in our history, which has witnessed their extensive
activism and the achievements made thanks to the huge potential of fem-
inist social movements and of the women of our country. Some of them
are recognized worldwide, as is the case of ,Madres y Abuelas de Plaza
de Mayo"“ and the ,Ni Una Menos”“ movement (Piccone 2021).

3. LEGAL PROFESSIONS IN ARGENTINA

The concept of legal profession is complex and problematic; it does not
only refer to lawyers, but also it includes other professionals working in
the judiciary, carrying out judicial duties, teaching in law schools, as well
as private practise lawyers working in law firms, companies or other in-

stitutions and as a public servant in various areas of the government,
among others.

Out of the wide variety of legal professions, in this article we take into
account only those that involve activities that are only to be carried out
by lawyers,? or by teachers or researchers at law schools. The last two oc-
cupations are not exclusively performed by lawyers, but most of them are
law school graduates.® In addition, law schools are the space where not
only law is taught, but also where preliminary consensus is established
on the duties of the legal profession.

A recently published study found that in Latin America, in general,
and in Argentina, in particular, the evident presence of legal professions
in daily life and in the various dimensions of the State (both in the polit-
ical sphere and in the provision of public services) contrasts with a great
shortage of empirical research on the situation of the legal profession
(Binder, Fandifio & Fibla 2020, 11).

Regarding the few research studies conducted on the existing legal
professions in our field, most of them belong to legal sociology and, more
recently, to gender studies, with a strong prevalence of works focused on
the judicature and on analysis of the situation of women in the adminis-
tration of justice (Zaikoski Biscay 2022). Generally speaking, the lack of
data on the situation of women in other areas of law is clear.

In Argentina, the output of reliable data is deficient in various areas.
This phenomenon is complex not only due to the lack of statistics, but al-
so due to the absence of common standards to elaborate them, and this
is true within the framework of a complex political organisation, which
makes it even more difficult to compare the scarce information available.

Argentina is organised as a federal state, with 24 political districts
(23 provinces plus the City of Buenos Aires). These districts must organ-
ise the system whereby justice is to be administered and issue the rules
that govern the admission to bar associations, as a requirement to prac-
tise law. There are a total of 25 judicial powers in the country: 23 provin-
cial judiciaries and the one of the City of Buenos Aires; in addition to the
Federal Justice System. The latter has jurisdiction throughout the country

The coexistence of several mechanisms for the administration of jus-
tice and of admission to bar associations makes it difficult to build data
that can be compared among several districts, which poses greater chal-
lenges to the task of assessing the situation of the legal professions encom-
passing all the subsumed realities found in the complexity of our territory.
Taking into account the constraints of this work and the fragmentation
of the information available,” we are going to focus on the data delivered
by the judiciary at the national level.

3. 1. The situation of women: pioneering studies.

The first approaches to assessing the right to equality and non-discrimina-
tion for reasons of gender in Argentina took place, in the field of legal pro-
fessions, in the period of democratic transition that began in 1983, thanks
to the feminist lawyers who promoted debates on the persistent discrimi-
nation against women within the law, such as Haydeé Birgin (ELA 2012).
However, pioneering studies on the situation of women in the legal profes-
sions appeared a little later, in the mid-1990s, and gained more relevancy
in the last two decades (Gastron 1993; Kohen 2005; Rodriguez 2007; Ber-
gallo 2007; Zaikoski Biscay 2022), with the expansion of legal feminisms
in law schools.

As anticipated, research focused on the presence of women in the Ju-
diciary and the teaching of Law prevail, and the information on women

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working in law firms or for the government, especially the first case, is
extremely insufficient.

As a common feature, the studies published show the growing fem-
inisation of the legal professions. The concept of ,feminisation” here is
to be understood in the sense spread in the 1970s in the United States of
America.® Consequently, the feminisation of the legal professions brought
about a sustained increase in the presence of women, which collides with
the fact that their income and their access to positions of higher hierar-
chy are not equal to those of men.

Income inequalities and the subordinate positions that women occu-
py with respect to men in the organisational pyramids of the profession,’
are part of the structural dynamics of gender-based discrimination. Two
of the most common features of these dynamics are:

1. The stereotyped assignment of the role of caregivers and other ste-
reotyped tasks and duties due to gender.® The excessive burden and ex-
igencies of care tasks, traditionally attributed to women, are one of the
reasons why they work fewer hours in the private sector, which diminish-
es their income for the services provided, and causes women to increase
their hours of free reproductive labour on a pro rata basis, or to decide
to work in the judicial system. The practise of law in companies and law
firms is governed by time organisation and work productivity guidelines
that generally require working extremely long hours, which poses greater
challenges to find a balance between family/personal life and work life.
In contrast, the administration of justice offers the possibility of working
shorter hours with a fixed and reliable income. However, even in the field
of justice, care responsibilities and other gender stereotypes can appear

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as an obstacle for women'’s judicial careers, when it comes to aspiring to
positions of higher responsibility (Gastiazoro 2008; Gastiazoro 2013; Ber-
gallo 2007; among others).

2. The segregation by fields of work. There is a greater presence of
women in those areas where lower fees are registered, such as civil and
family law, while they remain underrepresented in the highest-paying
specialities, such as business and commercial law (Gastiazoro 2013, 137-
138). Apart from private practice and the work in the judicial sphere, this
segregation is also found in other professional areas, such as law educa-
tion (Kohen 2005; Gonzalez & Salanueva 2005; Heim & Piccone 2020).

We only mention here some of the most common constraints that sub-
ordinate female legal professionals, although we are aware of the many
others that have not yet been addressed in depth, such as those that arise
from the various forms of violence to which women are subjected to in
their professional work spaces and that affect their dignity, integrity and
personal autonomy and, therefore, limit their life paths (Lobato 2021).

Finally, in the academic field, it should be noted that the sustained and
increased feminisation of student enrolment in law schools has not been
consistent with a proportional increase in women representation in the
governing bodies of universities or in higher-ranking positions in teach-
ing and research. According to 2020 data, 59.3 percent of law students® in
all higher education institutions are women, but 87 percent of the high-
est authorities at universities in Argentina are men (Ministry of Science,
Technology and Innovation 2020).

3.2. Short notes on the institutionalisation of gender in the field of
justice and other areas related to the legal professions

As we have stated in previous works, (Heim 2021a), since its adoption in
the Platform for Action of the Fourth World Conference of Women held
in Beijing (1995), gender mainstreaming spread as a strategy to satisfy a
common desire of feminist movements at the global level: to eradicate dis-
crimination and inequalities based on gender and to create a fairer society.

The concept of gender mainstreaming was transferred to public pol-
icies in Argentina in more recent times, but its implementation has not
been linear, and has been presented as unmethodical, biassed, and dis-
continuous (Reyes 2019). In the field of legal professions, it only began to
be applied in the first decade of this century, with the adoption of institu-

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tional policies that originated a gender institutionalisation process in the
judiciary, some bar associations, and universities where law courses are
taught. (Heim 2021b).

Ground-breaking measures were the creation of the Domestic Vio-
lence Office, in 2006,'° and the Women'’s Office, in 2009,!! both within the
framework of the Supreme Court of Justice of the Argentine Nation, the
highest judicial body in the country; the Commission on Gender Issues
of the Public Defender’s Office in 2007,*2 under the General Ombudsman,;
and the General Directorate of Gender Policies of the Public Prosecutor’s
Office, in 2015,'% as well as the creation of different organizations in pro-
vincial districts, as is the case of the Human Rights and Gender Office of
the Rio Negro Judiciary."* These institutions have driven several actions
aimed at incorporating gender perspective into the justice system. Since
2010, the Women'’s Office of the Supreme Court of Justice of the Argen-
tine Nation prepares the Gender Map of the Justice System,!*> to which
we will return later.

There are also some administrative regulations that provide for af-
firmative actions to guarantee equal conditions for female judges in the
selection processes of justice institutions.!® More recently, there have been
initiatives to promote gender-responsive policies in the governing bodies
of the country’s bar associations and associations of judges and justice of-
ficials, among others.

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3.3. Mapping the representation of women
in legal professions: an approach

As we have noted, Argentina has a privileged standing in terms of access
to women and LGBTI+ rights: there are regulations that establish affirm-
ative actions in the legislative powers of all districts with a high degree of
efficacy and, in some cases, they reach sectors of the public administra-
tion and even professional associations. There is sound legislation on the
fight against the various forms of violence, and there are public training
policies focused on the entire spectrum of gender issues. However, femi-
nisation has not yet reached the spheres of power nor has the receptivity
of feminist epistemologies been widespread in the academic and juris-
dictional culture.

One of the dimensions where this is evident is the so-called glass ceil-
ing, that is, the challenges that women face when they try to access posi-
tions of higher hierarchy, remuneration and political influence. A look at
the Gender Map of the Justice System!” yields powerful data.

All four of the justices of Supreme Court of Justice are men.!8

In the National and Federal Judiciary, the way work positions were
distributed among women and men in the year 2021, evidences the
feminisation we have mentioned: there are 19,487 people in these juris-
dictions; 10,439 (53.56 percent) of them are women and 9,048 (46.43 per-
cent) are men. The glass ceiling becomes obvious when the highest level
(appellate judges)?® has 338 members, but only 84 (24.85 percent) of them
are women and 254 (75.14 percent) are men. Nevertheless, this propor-
tion is more balanced regarding judges in general: there are 244 female
judges (30,69 percent) and 551 male judges (69.30 percent) out of a total
of 795.2! This shows that justice is feminised because women hold most

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of the administrative and civil servant positions. We could say that, if the
system were an ant’s nest, women would be the worker ants and the queen
would not be queen, but a king.?? Despite the developments made regard-
ing a gender-responsive legal framework, when we analyse the distribu-
tion of judiciary positions among women and men over a ten-year period
(2011-2021) both in the Federal and the National Judiciary, we find that
women held 30 percent of the positions in 2011, and 31 percent of them
in 2021 (or, more precisely, 30.69%): the improvement only amounted to
one percentage point.?

In provincial Judicial Powers, feminisation is higher than at the na-
tional level: of the 67,503 people working there, 58 percent are women.
In provincial superior courts, only 33% of their members are female: 1
woman for every 3 people. The proportion of female members rises to 45%
when other judiciary positions are considered. Again, most civil servants
and administrative staff are women (64% and 62%, respectively). The da-
ta on provincial districts, however, show a visible variation in the last ten
years, where the proportion of female justices went from 21 percent to
33 percent, although there are still 4 districts that do not have any female
members (Mapa de Género de la Justicia Argentina 2021).

We consider that, if it were possible to build a similar map of private
practice?* in various districts, the data delivered would be similar or even
more imbalanced. Along these lines, a study conducted on the enrolment
composition of the Public Bar Association of Buenos Aires,?®> which has
been in charge of registering lawyers in that district since 1986, revealed
that of 125,959 registered lawyers, 61,500 are men and 64,459 women.
Furthermore, out of the 61,500 male practitioners, only 41,987 (68.27 per-
cent) are active; and ,out of 64,459 female practitioners, 41,564 (64.48%)
are in activity” (Bandirali 2022, 38). In other words, there are more women

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enrolled, and even though in both sexes there is a gap between the profes-
sionals enrolled and those who actually practise law, the gap is broader in
the case of women. Bandirali points out that this must be due to the aban-
donment of the professional practice by women due to the burden of fam-
ily care tasks or due to the exclusive dedication to teaching or working in
the judiciary, which are activities that provide salaries and social security
benefits that are more stable than those provided by professional practice.

Some legal professional associations have made developments regard-
ing the composition of their governing bodies, although litigation?® and
the formulation of proposals by women was required for that purpose.
The Argentine Federation of Bar Associations,?” based on a project pre-
sented by the Buenos Aires Bar Association, amended its by-laws to es-
tablish that ,in order to have representation in the Governing Board, the
proposals for appointing delegates submitted by each Association must
comply with the mechanism of alternating and sequencing between the
genders by binomials (woman - man or man - woman) and observing a
fifty percent (50%) of women and fifty percent (50%) of men ratio“?® These
are policies aligned with those adopted in the public sphere that were al-
ready mentioned.

Finally, we will briefly elaborate on the situation in law schools. Be-
tween the 1960s and 1980s, a process of feminisation of university stud-
ies began (Bustos 2021), including law studies. Today, women make up
59.3 percent of the law students in the higher education system, and 60,6
percent of public university students. This feminisation of law schools
reaches faculty members acting as teachers and researchers, but once
again, the glass ceiling appears. In recent research on legal degrees in
Argentina, it was found that, in an increasingly feminised faculty, wom-
en are at the base of the pyramid, and men have higher representation
in the middle sections and almost exclusively at the top, where less than
20 percent of the top teaching positions are held by women (Heim & Pic-
cone 2019a).

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An encouraging piece of information is the increase of female rep-
resentation in senior university management positions. As of March
2022, out of the 26 represented universities offering law degrees, 16 are
led by men and 10 by women.?* Women representation has been increas-
ing over the last ten years. For example, in 2004, the Council was made up
of 19 representatives, and only two of them were female.*° The presence
of women in presiding positions also increased. This is an outstanding
fact if we take into account that since its creation in 1992, 39 pro tem-
pore presidencies of the Council have been decided: 30 of the presidents
were men and 9 were women, including the term that will begin at the
end of 2022.

To expand openness to gender issues, a meeting held at the Lomas
de Zamora Law School on November 26, 2019, was renamed as the Per-
manent Council of Chairpersons [instead of Chairmen] of Law Schools of
National Universities.

4. PROGRESS AND SETBACKS: THE PREVAILING
ANDROCENTRISM OF THE LEGAL CULTURE

Despite the advanced regulations on gender available in Argentina and
all the government initiatives implemented in pursuit of gender equality,
the androcentrism of legal professions persists in some dimensions. Here,
for reasons of space, we will elaborate on two of them.

The first dimension is that of the so-called glass ceiling, that is, the
prevalence of an invisible barrier that prevents women from accessing
higher-ranking and higher-paying jobs and which, as has been stated, has
remained almost unchanged for the last 10 ten years.

The second dimension is related to the persistent absence of women’s
voices, of their knowledge, experiences, and ways of being in the world, of
being a legal scholar, and of being involved in the jurisdictional culture.
In other works we have called this phenomenon epistfemicide (Heim &
Piccone 2019a), meaning the absence of women (which is evident in the
organisational pyramids of the legal professions) and of their knowledge,
experiences and own ways of being, of feeling and seeing the world. This
dimension is less visible and more difficult to quantify, and it is also, al-

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though not only, an epistemic absence, because it excludes the diverse
and non-hegemonic forms of knowledge produced by women. Epist-
femicide can also be thought of as an epistemic injustice (Fricker 2009).

Epistfemicide can be found in the teaching of law, not only when we
analyse the topics that are included in the courses taught and the curricu-
lar contents of the programmes of study for obtaining law degrees, but also
in the bibliographic sources. An investigation conducted at the National
University of Rio Negro establishes that gender issues are included in less
than 30% of the curriculum and are focused on areas such as family law
and criminal law, or are only limited to mentioning the approved legisla-
tion on gender, without delving into the feminist and gender methodolo-
gies and epistemologies that are at the base of legal reforms. That same
study also found that 90 percent of the mandatory reading bibliography
of legal courses is written by men (Heim & Piccone 2019a).

In addition, if we review jurisdictional culture, we can find the vi-
olence of epistfemicide again. Gender perspective has been defined by
the Inter-American Court of Human Rights case-law as a human rights
standard that derives from the duty of due diligence in judicial proce-
dures and decision-making. By mandate of international regulations on
the matter, it covers all judicial procedures and decisions. Although it is
a category in constant tension and revision (Di Corleto 2020), there are
basic consensuses for its application, among which is the knowledge of
the development of feminist epistemologies and methodologies, at least,
in the legal field. This includes, on the one hand, the obligation to be ac-
quainted with the debates that take place in feminist legal theory and
on the other hand, the concepts and methodologies that arise from them
and to apply them to specific situations. In short, according to these hu-
man rights standards, not only gender-responsive regulations, but also
feminist legal theory must be taken into consideration when making ju-
dicial decisions, both at a methodological and epistemological level; that
is, they must be at the heart of the decisions and procedures developed
to adopt them. There is a large amount of case-law from various jurisdic-
tional bodies (both at the national and the international level) that apply
gender-responsive regulations on their decisions and make use of some
developments of feminist legal theory to establish their grounds. How-
ever, the prevailing case-law remains reluctant to apply feminist meth-
odologies and epistemologies in conflict resolution and, what is more,
the voices of authority quoted in the sentences are almost always male
(Custet Llambi 2021).
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5. CONCLUDING REMARKS

The significant developments made on expanding women and LGBTI+
rights and the gradual implementation of gender policies in several ar-
eas of the legal professions, especially those of the legal system and the
academic world, are encouraging. There is, however, a hard core of resist-
ance to the transformations of patriarchal structures on which we must
make energetic efforts.

The glass ceiling and epistfemicide, which we use here as metaphors
for the most patent gender-based injustices of today, are the sequel of
those that prevented women from accessing higher education and pro-
fessional practice a century ago.

The direct discrimination that had deprived women from the access
to rights on an equal footing with men no longer exist. However, due to a
tangle of ancestral restrictions, we women continue to be excluded from
the spheres of power and our genuine contributions, from an epistemo-
logical point of view, continue to be neglected and remain outside the plot-
line of the history of law and of the legal professions as a whole, which
stays androcentric.

In some sectors of the feminist movement, a feminist agenda for the
justice sphere is currently under discussion in our country. In our opin-
ion, such debate should be expanded to all legal professions.

This agenda, permanently under revision, raises a series of questions.
We will share here the most common ones: (a) The demand for gender
parity in the governing bodies of the judicial powers. (b) The demand for
the incorporation of the gender perspective as grounds for judicial deci-
sions and in the procedures implemented to reach their adoption. These
demands include the import of gender perspective in the teaching of law
and in legal education as a whole, not only in undergraduate and post-
graduate law courses, but also in professional and continuous training.
In the case of justice, it includes incorporating the gender perspective in
all the curricular contents of mandatory and optional training, as well as
in the syllabus of the exams for Public Service to access judicial positions
and in background assessment, among others. (d) The incorporation of
care policies in all areas of the legal professions. (e) Last but not least,
an in-depth approach to gender-based violence in the professional field
that, based on a diagnosis of the situation, makes it possible to eradicate
one of the most persistent forms of discrimination. In some profession-
al fields, including the legal professions, as we have warned in previous
works, they tend to be more symbolic, subtle and, therefore, less percep-
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tible and quantifiable, but they have a great impact on the access to equal
conditions for women and LGBTI+ people, and tend to last longer (Heim
& Piccone 2019b).

In short, stubborn gender-based discrimination in the field of legal
professions is a manifestation of the patriarchal nature of society. They
are part of a wide-ranging and long-standing social problem, which de-
rives from the social situation of subordination of women and the LGB-
TI+ community.

Fighting against gender-based discrimination does not only involve
equalling the number of men and women within the system, it requires
deeper changes. It demands the use of the existing legal structure that
specifically recognizes women and LGBTI+ rights as a platform of mini-
mum consensus to be broadened and deepened through feminist episte-
mologies and methodologies for equality.

One of the most important tools in the fight against gender-based dis-
crimination and violence is the development of women and LGBTI+ rights.
The priority is to approach the issue as a matter of rights; rights that have
not been recognized and/or properly developed. To solve this problem, it
isnot enough to just recognize these rights. The entirety of the patriarchal
structures of the legal culture must be redesigned. These structures act as
barriers to equality and are the reason there are still so many obstacles
for the rights to be effective, despite the fact that we have been claiming
and conquering them for more than a century.

Vaccine Hesitancy in Western
and Eastern Europe: The Significance
of Contextual Influences

Using the example of Eastern and Western Europe, the paper points out the
importance of contextual influences on decisions and behaviour regarding
vaccines and vaccination. Contextual determinants have been identified as
important in theorizing the concept of vaccine hesitancy that allows for a com-
prehensive understanding of the reasons why the public questions vaccines.
Therefore, the paper first presents the theoretical elaboration of the aforemen-
tioned concept, and then discusses the contextual influences on vaccine hes-
itancy within the European region in order to showcase the differences that
exist in this respect between Western and Eastern Europe, as well as between
certain minority communities and the majority population in some Western
European countries. In all cases, vaccine hesitancy appears to be a matter of
trust which has been further eroded by social, political and economic experi-
ences characteristic for the post-socialist context in Eastern Europe and the
conditions in which some minority communities live in Western Europe. The
theoretical framework of the concept of vaccine hesitancy is presented accord-
ing to the report of the SAGE Working Group on Vaccine Hesitancy, while the
presentation of contextual determinants is based on the results of quantitative
and qualitative research in different European countries and reviews of stud-
ies that focus on these influences.

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Stunting has shown negative associations with poor child developmental indicators.
However, in poor ethnic minority populations the evidence for associations of
anthropometric growth indicators and child development is limited. This study
examined associations between stunting, height for age z scores (HAZ) and other
determinants, with Early Child Development (ECD) among children in poor Roma
communities. Publicly available data from Multiple Indicator Cluster Surveys for
Serbian Roma settlements were used to assess a cohort of 1075 Roma children aged
36-59 months. Indicators of child growth and nutrition included children's HAZ
scores and stunting. ECD assessed physical, learning/cognition, literacy/numeracy
and socio-emotional developmental domains.

INTRODUCTION

The early childhood years are essential for development of language, cog-
nitive, emotional, social, and physical skills (McCoy et al. 2016; Nguyen
et al. 2018). Compromised early child development may occur as a com-
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bination of biological and psychosocial risk factors, aggravated by pov-
erty. Numerous studies have shown that stunting (height-for-age z score
< —2SD as per the median of WHO reference population), an indicator of
chronic malnutrition, is associated with developmental setbacks; conse-
quently stunting has been often used as a proxy indicator of health and
development (Jeong et al,, 2019; McGovern et al. 2017; Kang et al. 2018;
Sudfeld et al. 2015; Miller et al. 2016; Black et al. 2019). However, the spe-
cific causes of poor developmental outcomes remain poorly understood
as recent studies found physical growth to be a poor indicator of child de-
velopment (Tran et al. 2019; Prado et al. 2019).

Exposure to poverty and its associated factors during early life might
govern child early nutritional status and development by partly overlapping
paths, while both conditions may be influenced by home environment, i.e.,
caregiving practices (Prado et al. 2019; Berger et al. 2009). Thus, caregiving
behaviors, especially maternal investment, can promote early child devel-
opment and mitigate the effects of risks such as growth failure, through di-
rect and indirect processes (Black et al. 2017). Maternal (parental) invest-
ment is taken as any cost (e.g. time) associated with raising offspring that
reduces the maternal ability to produce or invest in other offspring (Trivers
1972). Thus, maternal investment reflects readiness and ability to invest the
following in a particular child: allocation of resources in terms of energy,
money and time, including time spent performing activities with children,
e.g.reading and playing (Cobb-Clark et al. 2019). The latter are those invest-
ments that enhance child well-being over and above that which is necessary
to ensure survival alone, i.e., surplus resources, in contrast to base level re-
sources required for basic survival and adequate health, such as in-utero
nutritional transfers, practices such as protection, breastfeeding, food allo-
cation, preventing and health seeking behaviors (Downey 2001; Sear 2011).
In order to survive, all children need base resources; however, mothers can
choose to allocate surplus resources differentially between children. Mater-
nal investment depends on a number of maternal and child factors, such
as age, ethnicity, birth spacing, family size, and resource availability (Lyc-
ett & Dunbar 1999). Differential maternal investment can also entail exces-
sive costs for the well-being of children growing up in poverty, as they are
exposed to multiple risk factors, including nutritional deprivation, Thus, a
high-risk, resource poor environment affects maternal conditions, and may
influence overall investment, resulting in reduced maternal effort overall
(Quinlan 2007). However, the association between child development and
growth, and maternal investment in ethnic minority populations, is still not
well understood (Cvorovié 2020; Van Mourik, et al. 2017).
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Roma are the largest European minority population, with high levels
of exclusion and mass poverty. Owing to difficulties in assessing ethnici-
ty, the Roma population is typically represented by a poorly documented
health status (Cvorovi¢ 2014). Compared to non-Roma, Roma children of-
ten lag behind in development and nutritional outcomes, negatively in-
fluencing life outcomes and leading to an intergenerational cycle of pov-
erty (UNICEF 2015). Across Europe, poverty, socio-cultural deprivation,
but also poor school-performance, often result in the over-representation
of Roma children in “special needs” schools (Cashman 2017; Peleg 2018;
Cvorovi¢ 2014). Despite evidence of a high burden of developmental de-
lays, the health status and development of Roma children are poorly un-
derstood, as information at the population level is scarce. Thus, further
defining of the underlying causes of child developmental setbacks among
the Roma is required to inform future intervention and studies aimed at
improving child development and wellbeing. To address this aspect, this
study assessed the associations between height-for-age and stunting with
overall and multiple domains of early child development among Roma
children aged 3 to 5 years, using Multiple Indicator Cluster Surveys (MICS)
for Serbian Roma settlements and adjusting for maternal investment and
other confounding factors.

METHOD
Study design

This is a secondary analysis of publicly available, aggregated data from
UNICEF’s fifth and sixth MICS (2014 and 2019) for Serbian Roma set-
tlements (available at http://mics.unicef.org/surveys). The surveys in-
clude estimates on child health indicators at the national level, and
separately for the Roma communities. Details regarding the surveys
methodology can be found elsewhere (UNICEF 2015, 2019). MICSs in-
clude both child anthropometric and early child development data,
along with elementary information on mothers, caregiving practices
and households. Roma mothers reported on their children’s age, gen-
der, birth order, care and feeding practices, and parental stimulating
caregiving activities.

The sample consisted of 1075 Roma children aged 36 to 59 months.
15% of children had missing data, which were tested with MCAR test (Lit-
tle’s Missing Completely at Random test), indicating missing at random
(x2(27)=174.12, p=0.00). Missing data were then estimated by separate
multiple imputation regression models, including all other covariates as
predictors. Statistical analyses were conducted in R (version 4.0.2).
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Measures

Child development was estimated by the mother-reported Early Child
Development (ECD) scale for children aged 36-59 months in the physi-
cal (two items), learning/cognition (two items), literacy/numeracy (three
items) and socio-emotional developmental domains (three items) (UNICEF
2017). ECD scale included 10 questions (yes/no) on the four developmental
domains. A composite score for ECD was made by summing up the num-
ber of positive responses across the literacy-numeracy, social-emotional,
learning, and physical development domain items, with the total score
ranging from 0 (least optimal development) to 10 (most optimal develop-
ment) (UNICEF 2015). The ECD scale sum score as well as the scores for
the four domain/subscales were then normalized to a z score (mean of
0 and standard deviation [SD] of 1). The internal consistency of the Ro-
ma child development scale in this sample was a = 0.41, which is com-
parable with other recent studies using the same scale (Urke et al. 2018;
Jeong et al. 2016).

Height-for-age z (HAZ) scores, severe and any stunting (z-scores
below three and two standard deviations i.e., -3SD and -2SD from me-
dian of WHO'’s reference population), were used as indicators of child
growth and nutritional status. Z-scores are indicators for child nutrition-
al status as they measure the number of standard deviations from the
median of the reference population by child age. Too small for age, i.e.,
stunting, reflects the health of the child: it is very likely that a stunted
child has experienced malnutrition for a relatively long period (UNICEF
2015). As severely stunted children were likely exposed to malnutrition
for an even longer period or in greater severity than other children,
the two stunted groups were analysed separately to assess whether the
strength of the association is affected by the severity of stunting (Mill-
er et al. 2016).

The quality of mother-child interaction was used as a proxy for ma-
ternal investment in surplus resources (Cvorovi¢ 2020). Mother-child in-
teraction was mother-reported, and refers to the types and number of
activities a mother engaged in with her child over the past three days. A
total of six activities, i.e., reading books or looking at picture books; tell-
ing stories to the child; counting or drawing with the child; singing songs/
lullabies; taking the child outside the home, into a yard or park; and play-
ing with the child, are regarded as the common proxies for quality pa-
rental-child interaction and essential to early cognitive development and
socio-emotional well-being (Sun et al. 2016). The score of these activities
ranged from 0 to 6 points, and similar to its use as a measure of parental
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engagement in other studies, maternal investment was divided into three
categories: low engagement (0-2 activities), moderate engagement (3-4
activities), and high engagement (5-6 activities) (Jeong et al. 2016; Born-
stein & Putnick 2012). In this sample, internal consistency was 0=0.67.

One way ANOVA and Chi-square test for independence were used
to detect differences among Roma children based on their nutritional
status (< -3SD, from -3SD to -2SD and >-2SD), across socio-demograph-
ic variables, maternal investment and standardized ECD and individual
domains scores.

Multiple hierarchical regressions were conducted to determine asso-
ciations between HAZ scores, any stunting and severe stunting with ECD,
and four individual domain scores, adjusting for maternal investment
(continuous) considered to be essential to child development, and other
confounding variables, such as: maternal age (continuous);basic litera-
cy skills (0- illiterate, 1-literate) and household access to improved toilet
facility (0-unimproved, 1-improved) as proxies for socioeconomic status;
marital status (0-notin a union, 1-in a union), parity (continuous); child’s
age in months (continuous); gender (0-girls, 1-boys); and birth order (con-
tinuous). Only pooled results and full models are shown. To assess the ef-
fects of severe and any stunting, independent variable height was dichoto-
mized and categorized as 0-< -3SD and 1->-3SD and 0-< -2SD and 1->-2SD,
while ECD and four individual domain sum scores were standardized.

Results

Table 1 presents descriptive statistics (original data) of 1075 Roma chil-
dren aged 36-59 months and their mothers, and differences between chil-
dren (pooled data) by nutritional status. The average child age was 47
months and there was an excess of boys (52.7%). Children were on aver-
age third born, with a mean HAZ score of less than zero (-0.99, SD=1.18,
not shown). In the original sample, 18% were stunted (any stunting,
-2SD) and 5% were severely stunted (-3SD). ECD score was low, at 1.59
out of 10 (ranges 1-7), while all four individual domains were on aver-
age less than one. Roma mothers were young at average of 24 years (age
range 12-44), with an average of three children (range 1-10), more than
one third were illiterate, and 17% lived in households without access to
improved toilet facility.

There was no difference in maternal investment (continuous). Most
mothers engaged moderately in activities with their children: the average
level of investment was 3.33 (SD=1.61), while 7% (74) of mothers had no
investment whatsoever (0 activities with a particular child). Frequencies

for the activities with a child were not available, but only 20% of Roma
mothers engaged in book reading, while the majority (58%) engaged in
storytelling, song singing (57%), playing with (84%) and taking the child
outside (81%), and 32% name counted or drew with the child.

There was a significant difference in maternal basic literacy in that
severely stunted children were born to mothers with the highest pro-
portion of illiteracy (¥2(1, 303.61)=11.91, p=0.00). Also, severely stunt-
ed children received reduced maternal investment compared to their
counterparts (¥2 (1, 3569.95)=5.27 , p=0.02). Well-nourished Roma chil-
dren had a higher literacy/numeracy score than undernourished chil-
dren (F(2, 5833.55)=3.75, p=0.02, small effect size n2=0.01; children tall-
er than -2SD (M=0.04, SD=1.01) and had a higher literacy/numeracy
score compared to children who were below -3SD and -2SD,( (M=-0.21,
SD=0.86), t(5247.27)=2.66, p=0.01). Furthermore, well-nourished chil-
dren were older than their counterparts (F(2, 2026.67)=5.00, p=0.01,
small effect size 12=0.01; children taller than -2SD (M=47.89, SD=7.18)
and older compared to children below -3SD and -2SD(M=46.09, SD=6.58),
t(1278.82)=2.60, p=0.01). There was no difference in ECD and four do-
main sum scores between the children in regard to nutritional status
(p>0.05).

Table 2 presents the fully adjusted associations between children’s
nutritional status and growth (severe stunting, any stunting, individ-
ual-level HAZ scores), and ECD and individual domain z scores. In the
fully adjusted models that controlled for maternal investment, socioec-
onomic position, marital status and parity, and child gender, age, and
birth order, results revealed no significant associations between meas-
ures of nutritional status and growth with either ECD or individual do-
main z scores (p>0.05). Instead, there were statistically significant pos-
itive associations between maternal investment and ECD z-scores, and
maternal investment and all individual domain z-scores except in the
socio-emotional domain.

Thus, in the first model, maternal investment was significantly asso-
ciated with ECD score (=0.20; 95%CI, -3.36, 2.96; p=0.03): increased ma-
ternal investment was associated with an increase of 0.20 standard de-
viations in ECD score. Additionally, increase in child age was positively
associated with ECD score (B=0.29; 95%CI, -13.78, 14.35; p=0.00): an in-
crease in child’s age was associated with an increase of 0.29 standard de-
viations in ECD score. In the second model, again, both maternal invest-
ment ($=0.20; 95%CI, -3.37, 2.96; p=0.03) and child age ( p=0.29; 95%CI,
-13.78, 14.35; p=0.00) were positively associated with ECD scores: an in-
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crease in maternal investment and child age were associated with an in-
crease of 0.20 and 0.29 standard deviations in ECD score, respectively. In
the third model, maternal investment ($=0.21; 95%CI, -3.37, 2.95; p=0.04)
and child age (p=0.27; 95%CI, -13.80, 14.33; p=0.00) were positively asso-
ciated with ECD score: an increase in maternal investment and child age
were associated with an increase of 0.21 and 0.27 standard deviations in
ECD score, respectively.

Furthermore, maternal investment was positively associated with child
literacy/numeracy (p=0.07; 95%CI, -3.23, 3.10; p=0.00), physical (3=0.10;
95%ClI, -3.27, 3.06; p=0.00) and learning/cognition ((3=0.12; 95%ClI, -3.28,
3.04; p=0.02) domains: an increase in maternal investment was associ-
ated with an increase of 0.07, 0.10, and 0.12 standard deviations in ECD
score, respectively.

In addition, child literacy/numeracy was also influenced by mater-
nal education (p=0.04; 95%CI, -0.89, 0.98; p=0.01), parity (p=-0.14; 95%CI,
-2.97, 3.25; p=0.00) and child age (p=0.29; 95%CI, -14.36, 13.77; p=0.00).
Thus, children born to literate mothers scored higher for 0.04 standard
deviations in literacy/numeracy than children with illiterate mothers; an
increase in parity was associated with a decrease of 0.14 standard devia-
tions in literacy/numeracy score, while older children scored 0.29 stand-
ard deviations higher than younger ones. Maternal age was negatively
associated with child socio-emotional domain (f=-0.62; 95%CI, -11.96,
10.71; p=0.02): for this domain, increase in maternal age was associated
with a decrease of 0.62 standard deviations.

DISCUSSION

This study examined the associations between child growth and nutri-
tional status, expressed as height for age and stunting, with overall and
multiple domains of early child development in a nationally represent-
ative sample of Serbian Roma children. While previous studies yielded
inconsistent results regarding the relationships between child develop-
ment, growth and nutrition (Abubakar et al. 2010; Miller et al. 2016; Tran
et al. 2019), in this study, after adjusting for potential confounding factors,
height for age z-scores and stunting had no significant associations with
developmental outcomes. Instead, in fully adjusted models, increasing
maternal investment was positively associated with overall ECD score
and higher scores in each of the individual developmental domains (0.07
to 0.12 SD), except socio-emotional. These findings corroborate previous
research on the positive influence of home environment on child devel-
opment (Black et al. 2016; Luby 2015; Britto et al. 2017; Prado & Dewey
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2014), and highlight the importance of assessing developmental outcomes
as such, instead of using HAZ scores as a proxy measure for overall child
development (Prado et al. 2019).

Roma children had a mean HAZ of less than 0 (-0.99) and 18% were
stunted. In young children, height serves as an indicator of the cumula-
tive effect of nutritional and health loads from conception (Wells et al.
2019). Some studies have shown that even children with HAZ >-2 may
still have inadequate linear growth and that nutritional outcome meas-
ures may be positively correlated with health and development through-
out the HAZ measures’ range, without cut off effect at -2 SD or any other
cut-point (Perumal et al. 2018). In contrast, for the Roma children in this
sample, HAZ score and stunting had no effect on development; instead,
and in spite of the potential negative effects of child low HAZ or stunting
on development, increasing maternal investment buffered against low
child development scores (Rubio-Codina et al. 2016; Obradovi¢ et al. 2016).

In turn, the ECD sum score for the Roma children was low, with the
lowest in the learning/cognition domain. Many Roma children grow up in
poverty, deprived of even basic needs, and the activities with children at
home, such as reading of books or teaching them about letters and num-
bers, require not only actual books but also basic literacy and numeracy
skills, which many Roma women lack (Cvorovié¢ 2020). Therefore, unsur-
prisingly, the majority of Roma mothers who invested in their children did
so by means of playing, singing, and storytelling, while notably few en-
gaged in book reading or name counting. However, these “non-instrumen-
tal” teaching practices were found to be beneficial to children’s develop-
ment and education, especially so in more traditional settings (McKeough
et al. 2008; Isbell et al. 2004). Thus, for Roma children and many other
disadvantaged children living in poverty, the extent of maternal invest-
ment appears to be critical for child well-being, regardless of activity type.
Nonetheless, some children were more invested in than others, as moth-
ers tend to differentiate their investment depending on the characteris-
tics of both individual child and mother (Miedel & Reynolds 1999; Kaplan
1996). Poor genotypic and phenotypic quality of a child is regarded as the
main factor influencing parental investment, in addition to environmental
constraints (Clutton-Brock 1991). In this sample, illiterate Roma mothers
had a higher share of severely stunted children, who received, on average,
lower investment in comparison to their counterparts. In low-and-mid-
dle-income countries, maternal education has been positively associat-
ed with child health and development, facilitating maternal investment
and practices at the same time (Walker et al. 2011). In this context, Ro-
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ma maternal literacy, but not maternal investment, has been found to be
positively associated with the socio-emotional domain, and the observed
lack of association in this study may be due to the particular measures of
socio-emotional development, which appear as untailored to culture and
context more so than measures of other developmental domains (Wong
etal. 2020; Miller et al. 2016). Additionally, socio-emotional development
was negatively influenced by increasing maternal age, while parity low-
ered children’s score in literacy/numeracy. Older Roma mothers tend to
have more children, and the lower scores most likely reflect the decline
of parental investment with each additional birth (Lawson & Mace 2011).

This is the first study of the associations between child growth, nutri-
tion, parental investment and developmental outcomes in a Roma nation-
ally representative sample, and adds to the literature about early child de-
velopment in poor ethnic minority populations. The present study found
no statistical evidence for association of height for age and stunting, and
compromised child development. Instead, the findings point to other fac-
tors as underlying determinants of child development: consistent with
previous studies, maternal investment appeared as a good predictor of
child development, thus confirming the impact of the home environment
on child development in a low-resource setting (Black et al. 2019). The
findings of this study expand on these results by showing that in a limit-
ed parental literacy context, mother-child interactions, regardless of type
of activity, may buffer against the detrimental effects of poverty and thus
stimulate child development.

A number of common determinants influence both child growth and
development, including insufficient nutrition, exposure to pathogens, poor
access to resources and lack of parental investment (Tran et al. 2019). Ear-
ly childhood development influences children’s future health, education
achievement and socioeconomic position (Nguyen et al. 2018). For many
Roma children and their parents, suboptimal early development remains
an ongoing challenge and thus investments in children’s well-being should
be prioritized within the family setting where maternal caregiving behav-
iors should be targeted for healthy child development.

The present study included several limitations: being a secondary
analysis of existing MICS datasets and providing for only a limited range
of mostly self-reported variables, it is susceptible to potential biases. This
study used height-for-age and stunting as indicators for growth and nu-
trition, but other indicators, such as weight-for-age, weight-for-height or
head circumference, may also be used (Tran et al. 2019). Furthermore,
ECD in MICS was not observational but instead mother-reported and,
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as such, has been shown to have limited adaptation to local culture and
context (McCoy et al. 2017). In addition, the ECD questions for assessing
literacy/numeracy were shown to be too advanced for 3- and 4-year-old
children (McCoy et al. 2016) - this being particularly pertinent in regard
to the Roma and other disadvantaged children, where home and paren-
tal literacy is limited.

Other potential confounders, such as mother’s height and health status,
child’s weight at birth and breastfeeding practices were not collected. Al-
so, some indicators of maternal investment and behavior measured may
not be entirely appropriate for Roma culture or represent all the possible
ways that mothers invest in their children’s development. Thus, future re-
search should focus on developing new set of indicators culturally relevant
to the Roma that capture not only child early development and learning
processes, but also maternal parenting style that may influence expecta-
tions for how children should behave and what mothers are supposed to
do for their children (Nomaguchi & House 2013; Sincovich et al. 2019).
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Smrt ili (naprosto) umiranje?
Filozofsko — antropoloski razgovori o
interpretacijama neposrednog iskustva smrti

U ¢lanku se bavimo smr¢u kao univerzalnim problemom ljudskog postojanja,
koji ipak tijekom vremena dozivljava odredene transformacije jer djelomicno
ovisi o specifitnom povijesnom i drustvenom kontekstu. O smrti smo
razgovarali s l[judima koji vise ne prakticiraju tradicionalne posmrtne obicaje
i kojima religijsko uvjerenje ne utjece na stavove prema smrti tj. s ljudima
koji imaju ,svjetovan®, skepti¢an stav prema smrti.

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Death or (just) Dying?

Philosophical — Anthropological
Conversations about the Interpretations of
the Experience of Death

In the article, we deal with death as a universal problem of human existence,
which nevertheless experiences certain transformations over time, since it
depends partly on the specific historical and social context. We talked about
death with people who no longer practice traditional posthumous customs and
whose religious belief does not affect attitudes towards death, i.e. with people
who have a “mundane”, skeptical attitude towards death. The co-author talked
with her informants from Croatia about the meaning and impact of the deaths
of those close to them on themselves, but also the presence of death in their
daily lives. In the article, we describe the notions, roles, and meaning that death
has in their lives. Our anthropological orientation updated with this research
is close to the thinking of Tim Ingold, who, wondering about the purpose of
anthropological research, defined anthropology as philosophizing in the world
and with people.

uvoD

U clanku se, slijedec¢i Johannesa Fabiana (1972), bavimo smr¢u kao
univerzalnim problemom ljudskog postojanja, koji ipak tijekom vremena
dozivljava odredene transformacije jer djelomi¢no ovisi o specificnom
povijesnom i drustvenom kontekstu. Problemu smrti prisli smo dijelec¢i
neposredna iskustva smrti i promisljanja vlastite smrtnosti sa svojim
kazivacima iz Hrvatske. Stoga, u ve¢em dijelu rada slijedimo svoja i
njihova iskustva i interpretacije neposrednog iskustva smrti, kao i prizora
umiranja, pokazat ¢e se, uglavnom bliskih osoba. O smrti smo razgovarali
s ljudima koji viSe ne prakticiraju tradicionalne posmrtne obicaje i kojima
religijsko uvjerenje ne utjece na stavove prema smrti tj. s [judima koji
imaju ,svjetovan®, skeptican stav prema smrti. U ¢lanku opisujemo
predodZbe, ulogu i znacenje koje smrt ima u njihovim Zivotima. Drugim
rijeCima, ne bavimo se javhom i medijskom reprezentacijom smrti niti
znacenjem smrti u prevladavaju¢im politickim diskursima.
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Specificnim povijesnim i drusStvenim kontekstom koji doprinosi
suvremenom oblikovanju doZivljaja i stavova o neposrednom iskustvu
smrti bavimo se uglavnom teorijski. Stoga je jedno poglavlje posveéeno
pregledu shvac¢anja smrti kroz povijest. Iako se op¢eprihva¢enim stavovima
prema smrti u suvremenom drustvu bavimo uglavnom teorijski, u jednom
dijelu rada pratimo, uglavnom kriti¢ki intonirano, misljenje kazivaca
o drustvenim predodzbama smrti, njihov odnos prema tradicijskom
poimanju smrti, kao i njihov, drustveno uvjetovan, stav da se o smrti
uglavnom ne govori ili govori rijetko. Navedeno izbjegavanje govora o
smrti tj. svojevrsnu Sutnju o neposrednom iskustvu smrti pripisujemo
utjecaju biopolitickih tehnologija i diskursa na nacin zivota ljudi, kao i
na njihove stavove o smrti u suvremenim drustvima.

Slijedeci dojmove kazivaca da se razgovor i prenosSenje neposrednog
iskustva smrti u suvremenom drustvu donekle izbjegava, pitamo se
je li smrt izgubila unutarnji, ontoloski smisao za Zivote ljudi koji Zive
u drustvima reguliranima biopolitickim tehnologijama. U tom naumu
sluzimo se radom Paola Palladina (2016), koji u svojoj knjizi Biopolitics
and the Philosophy of Death iznosi tezu da su Philippe Ariés i Zygmunt
Bauman, nakon njega, bili u krivu kad su govorili kako su moderne
biomedicinske discipline i vladajuce (biopoliticke) strukture povezane s
njima doprinijele nestanku smrti iz svakodnevnog Zivota, ali postoje dobri
temelji za vjerovati kako su ove discipline i strukture jako doprinijele
ontoloskom nestanku smrti. Posljedi¢no, postoje dobri temelji za vjerovati
da smrt nije toliko nestala iz modernog svakodnevnog Zivota, ve¢ je
umjesto toga ona postala naprosto umiranje, nedvojbeno produktivni ¢in,
ali liSen svakog unutarnjeg smisla (usp. Palladino 2016, 41-42). Suprotno
misljenju da je smrt postala samo umiranje, u ¢lanku pokazujemo da -
iako su nasim sugovornicima tradicionalni posmrtni obi¢aji neprivlacni,
a neposredno iskustvo umiranja neugodno - oni su ipak pronasli nekakav
smisao u iskustvu smrti bliznjih i misljenju o vlastitoj smrtnosti. Takoder,
nekoliko sugovornika izrazilo je kriticki stav o presu¢ivanju neposrednog
iskustva smrti u suvremenim drustvima.

Nase antropolosko usmjerenje aktualizirano ovim istrazivanjem blisko
je razmisljanjima Tima Ingolda, koji je, pitajuci se o svrsi antropoloskih
istrazivanja, antropologiju definirao kao filozofiranje u svijetu i s ljudima.
Svrha tog filozofiranja s ljudima jest da se zajednicki pokusa, barem
privremeno, odgovoriti na pitanje o tome kako bismo trebali Zivjeti (usp.
Ingold 2018, 3-7). Buduci da smo se bavili filozofskim promisljanjima
0 neposrednom iskustvu smrti, posebnu pozornost smo usmjerili na
misljenja kazivaca u kojima oni iznose refleksije o smislu smrti za njihov
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zivoti zivot opc¢enito, kao i na njihove kriticke refleksije o op¢im stavovima
o smrti u suvremenom drustvu.

Uz navedene teorijske perspektive, u radu koristimo dosadasnja
kulturnoantropoloska istrazivanja fenomena smrti na prostoru bivse
Jugoslavije - Zorice Rajkovi¢ (1988), Dunje Rihtman Augustin (1988),
Aleksandre Pavic¢evié¢ (2010), Jasne Capo Zmega¢ (2009) - etnologinja iz
Hrvatske i Srbije. Od velike pomoci pri izradi ovog rada bio je tekst Jasne
Capo Zmegac Dva Zivota i dvije smrti: Prilog antropologiji smrti i umiranja,
koja u njemu slijedi nac¢in na koji smrt istraZzuje Johannes Fabian. U njemu
se Capo Zmegac¢ bavila pitanjima smisla, odnosno vlastitim dozivljajem
smrti bliskih osoba.

.[...] ovaj tekst korespondira sa starom, no jo$ uvijek aktualnom
kritikom istrazivanja smrti u antropologiji, koju je Johannes Fabian
formulirao 1972. godine. Autor je izloZio tezu da su pristupi smrti izlozeni
parohijalizaciji i folklorizaciji - tj. da je od Tylora, Frazera, Boasa i
Malinowskog antropologija napustila istrazZivanje smrti kao univerzalnog
problema ljudskog postojanja i krenula prema istrazivanju osobitih
posmrtnih obi¢aja i ceremonija, Sto je imalo za posljedicu napustanje
transcendentalne i univerzalne konceptualizacije problema i propust
da se formulira teorijski plan pomocu kojega bi se disciplina uhvatila u
kostac s izazovom smrti. ZavrSetak individualnog Zivota dobit ¢e svoj puni
problemski status, tvrdi autor, tek u antropologiji u kojoj su drustvena
realnost i subjektivna participacija u istoj nesvodiva konceptualna
uporista istrazivanja (Fabian 2004)" (Capo Zmegac 2009, 149).

Slijedeci navedene primjere istrazivanja smrti, suautorica je sa svojim
kaziva¢ima/cama razgovarala o smislu i utjecaju smrti bliskih osoba na
njih same, ali i prisutnosti smrti u njihovim svakodnevnim Zivotima.
Istrazivanje se sastojalo od deset dubinskih, polustrukturiranih intervjua.
U njemu je, dakle, sudjelovalo 10 osoba iz Hrvatske, od ¢ega je sedam
Zena i tri muskarca u rasponu godina od 28 do 60. Suautorica je nastojala
obuhvatiti ljude razlicite Zivotne dobi, no zbog same prirode predmeta
istrazivanja - refleksija o iskustvima smrti bliskih osoba i o vlastitoj
smrtnosti - u istrazivanje nisu uvrstena razmisljanja jako mladih, djece
ni jako starih osoba, ali se zato sa sugovornicima razgovaralo i o njihovim
vlastitim predodZbama o smrti u vrijeme kad su bili djeca i o predodZbama
o smrti kod starijih osoba, uglavnom njihovih roditelja. Svi sugovornici
imali su neposredno iskustvo smrti bliske osobe, pri ¢emu se u jednom
slucaju radilo o smrti partnera, a u vecini slucajeva o smrti roditelja, majke
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ili oca pa onda i baka i/ili djedova. Ono Sto im je takoder svima zajednicko,
jest ¢injenica da su rodeni i odrasli u urbanim podruc¢jima (u jednom
slucaju radi se o Splitu, u ostalima je u pitanju Zagreb), ali je vec¢ina ipak,
pokazat ¢e se kasnije, imala neko iskustvo prisustvovanja pogrebu ili
pogrebnim obi¢ajima u manjim ruralnim sredinama. Svi su sugovornici
visoko obrazovane osobe s, valja napomenuti, slicnim svjetonazorom, u
prvom redu u odnosu spram religijskog poimanja smrti. Drugim rijecima,
nitko nije vjerovao u neki oblik zagrobnog Zivota i svi su bili stava da
nakon smrti dolazi ,nista“, ali su pritom ili izrazili odredenu ,zabrinutost”
takvom situacijom ili im je bilo svejedno.

Usprkos uvrijezenoj pretpostavci da iskren razgovor o smrti u ljudima
izaziva emocionalni stres, pa samim time, i nelagodu (Graham-Wisener
et al. 2022), razgovori su bili ugodni i iznenadujuce otvoreni, ali svakako
na trenutke i vrlo emocionalno nabijeni. Sugovornici su vise-manje
svi ustvrdili kako razgovor o smrti nije nesto sto redovito ¢ine, ali su
istovremeno bili zainteresirani za dijeljenje svojih iskustava i postavljanje
vlastitih pitanja, pa su ovi razgovori nerijetko zavrsavali dijalogom, u
skladu s tvrdnjom da ovakve istrazivacke teme ukljucuju i prisnost te
dijeljenje osobnih iskustava sa sugovornicima (Hubbard et al. 2001;
Dickson-Swift et al. 2007, u Perini¢ Lewis & Raji¢ Sikanji¢ 2021, 26). Na tom
tragu, u istrazivanje su ukljucena i osobna iskustva i predodzbe o smrti
samih autora, pa je tako druga ovdje koristena metoda - autoetnografija,
odnosno kombinacija autobiografije i etnografije, proizasla iz Zelje za
refleksivnosc¢u koja pretpostavlja svijest o nuznoj povezanosti autora s
istrazivanjem (Davies 1999, 72-73, u Anderson & Glass-Coffin 2016, 73).
Sugovornici su potpisani inicijalima, a nakon transkripcije intervjua i
njihove analize nastojali smo se fokusirati na one izjave koje ¢e nam
omoguciti bolji uvid u suvremena promisljanja o smrti i umiranju.

SHVACANJE SMRTI KROZ POVIJEST

Kako se kroz povijest mijenjao ljudski dozivljaj svijeta, pretpostavka je da
se mijenjao i dozivljaj smrti i umiranja. Iako se ¢cesto moze naici na tvrdnju
da sva Ziva bi¢a umiru, ali jedino ¢ovjek zna da ¢e umrijeti, Morin (usp.
1981, 63) smatra kako i Zivotinja ipak poznaje neku vrstu smrti. To je prije
svega smrt kao posljedica napada drugih Zivotinja, smrt koju donosi neka
po zivot opasna situacija. Cinjenica je da Zivotinje, bas kao i ljudi, imaju
urodeni nagon za prezivljavanjem i za pretpostaviti je da se zbog njega
javlja i strah od smrti koji je psiholoska ¢injenica i sigurno je oduvijek
postojao. Morin je bio misljenja da je strah od smrti ipak bio mnogo slabiji
u drustvima u kojima se viSe vrednovao Zivot kolektiva nego pojedinca.
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On smatra da besmrtnost predstavlja potvrdivanje individualnosti i poslije
smrti pa onda ,tamo gdje se drustvo potvrduje na racun jedinke, i tamo
gdje jedinka u isti mah dozivljava to potvrdivanje snaznije od potvrdivanja
svoje individualnosti, odbacivanje smrti i uzasavanje od nje slabe i daju se
potpuno suzbiti“ (Morin 1981, 45). Dakle, sto je jaca individualizacija, to
je teze pojmiti postojanje svijeta kojeg nismo dio.! 1z toga se radaju i dva
osnovna ontoloska pristupa smrti. ,Prvotno kozmomorfno shva¢anje smrti
jest shvacanje smrti kao dogadaja pra¢enog novim rodenjem” (Morin
1981, 121), pri ¢emu se osoba koja umire nakon smrti ponovno rada kao
novo Zivo bice; ¢ovjek ili Zivotinja i smisleno je ako na njega gledamo
kao na svojevrsnu metaforu zZivotnog kruga, tj. ¢injenicu da sva ziva bi¢a
umiruy, a nova se radaju i to u svrhu opstanka vrste i evolucije. Stoga ne
¢udi sto ,,¢emo to prastaro vjerovanje o smrti ponovno svuda otkrivati u
najdubljim slojevima psihe danasnjih ljudi“ (Morin 1981, 127). Nasuprot
tome, ,vjerovalo se i da mrtvi Zive svojim osobnim Zivotom, bas kao i
zivi” (Morin 1981, 153). Ova shvacanja i danas se nalaze u podlozi velikih
svjetskih religija. Takoder, ,smatra se da je u doba antike politicka sloboda,
tj. zivot u slobodi bio vredniji nego Zivot po sebi, a smrt nije bila strasna
ako se mijenjala za slobodu ili slavu” (Petrovi¢ 2016, 51).

Usponom modernog nacina Zivota i misljenja sve viSe se pojavlju-
ju i na razumu zasnovane Kritike besmrtnosti duse i polako se dolazi do
»Svjetovnog” shvac¢anja smrti. “U razvijenijim, urbanisti¢ckim civilizacija-
ma, Cije je glavno obiljezje predstavljala sloZena privreda s kapitalistic-
kim tendencijama, razvoj individualnosti otvorio je tri nove perspektive o
poimanju smrti i onoga Sto ona donosi“ (Morin 1981, 232). Prema Morinu
(usp. 1981) prva perspektiva omogucavala je vierovanje u boga koji ¢itavoj
jedinki, i njenom tijelu i njenoj dusi, daruje besmrtnost; druga perspektiva
omogucavala je vjerovanje u spasenje u kojemu su se dusa ili ljudski duh
mogli nadati nekoj vrsti besmrtnosti u stapanju s kozmickim bozanstvom,
a trec¢a perspektiva omogucavala je prihvacanje skepticnog, ateistickog
stava pred smrc¢u i tada se javlja uvjerenje u svetost Zivota. Ako je Zivot
svet, onda njegova negacija, tj. smrt, automatski postaje nesto strasno. U
doba kada sve viSe prevladava racionalni na¢in misljenja, pitanjima smi-

! Johannes Fabian (1972, 565) s druge strane tvrdi da ,kriticka antropologija ne moze
ponuditi nista u prilog tezi da je povijest stavova spram smrti povezana s porastom
individualizacije i personalizacije”. Tesko aje dakle utvrditi sto je ljudima u proslosti
smrt predstavljala u ontoloskom ili striktno osobnom smislu, ali je moguce utvrditi
promjenu ponasanja i rituala povezanih sa smrcéu. Ipak, za pretpostaviti je da se, bez
obzira na univerzalni i transcendentalni karakter ovog problema, s drustvenim pro-
cesima nuzno mijenjao i na$ unutarnji stav spram smrti.
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sla bavila se sve manje religija, a sve vise filozofija. Iako ,filozofija, kao
sto to Spinoza kaZe, nije razmisljanje o smrti, nego razmisljanje o zivo-
tu” (Morin 1981, 285) ne mozZe se o smrti misliti bez filozofije. Tako je za
Heideggera smrtnost temelj egzistencijalne svijesti, a Hegel je, sukladno
razvoju biologije u njegovo doba, a koja kaze da smrt jedinke predstavlja
zakon Zivota vrsta, doSao do zakljuc¢ka kako ,smrt uvijek predstavlja poraz
neceg pojedinacnog, a pobjedu neceg opc¢eg” (Morin 1981, 321). Filozofija
¢e se tada odredi (a u nekim drustvima to nikad nece uciniti) svake na-
de, odbaciti kao nemogucu besmrtnost bilo duse bilo duha, i naposljetku
se okrenuti nistavilu, onom ,nista“ koje dolazi poslije smrti (usp. Morin
1981, 235). Naime, Kant je zakljuc¢io da individualna svijest predstavlja
najvisu realnost, da ljudska misao ne odrazava strukture stvarnosti i da
je sva spoznaja ljudski proizvedena. Hegel je nastavio na tom tragu te ,u
radikalnom Hegelovu tumacenju zbiljnost svijeta postaje znanje svijesti o
sebi, samosvijest” (Petrovi¢ 2016, 89) koja postaje jedna od glavnih odlika
moderniteta. Suocen s ovim novim spoznajama, covjek se okre¢e samom
sebi. Introspekcija i oslanjanje na samog sebe dovest ¢e do jacanja indi-
vidualizma te, samim time, potencijalne konfuzije jer ,ako je sva spozna-
ja ljudski proizvedena, nikada ne moZemo biti sigurni je li sve samo san
ili izmisljotina i jesmo li spoznali pravu realnost i bitak” (Petrovi¢ 2016,
87). Naravno, potreba da ljudi identificiraju sebe posredstvom drugih, u
nekim ideologijskim i filozofskim razmisljanjima proizvodi nostalgi¢nu
potreba za povratkom zajednici koja bi mogla nadi¢i smrt svakoga poje-
dinacno, odnosno ,onu smrt koja, onda kada je tek samo smrt pojedinca,
nosi neizdrziv teret i urusava se u beznacajnost” (Nancy 2003, 7). Povijest
i, kasnije, politicke ideologije pokusSale su tada zauzeti centralno mjesto
ljudskog postojanja i ponuditi nekakav smisao, no gubitkom povjerenja
u velike ideologijske price, gubi se vijera u realno uspostavljanje nekog
bududeg utopijskog drustvenog poretka:

»Ako u dijelu ¢ovjeCanstva koje je naslijedilo kulturne i drustvene te-
kovine moderne i tzv. Zapada moZemo naci jednu univerzalnu i neos-
pornu vrijednost koja je proizvod nekakvog presutnog dogovora, onda
bi to zasigurno bio Zivot (bioloski) i njemu pripadajuca srec¢a. Relati-
vizacija svih najvisih vrijednosti i kriza univerzalizma koja je, u tom
kontekstu, nazvana postmodernim stanjem izgleda nije uzdrmala Zivot
kao najvisu vrijednost 'zapadnog’ ¢ovjecanstva. Ono $to je najavljeno
kao kraj velikih prica ili kriza politickih ideja i ideologija nakon Drugog
svjetskog rata, te pripadajuca kriza univerzalnih vrijednosti je, ¢ini se,
imalo oslobadajuc¢i u¢inak na vrijednost ljudskog Zivota, svojevrstan
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moralni imperativ koji je ostao neuzdrman svim tim krajevima i pro-
pastima“ (Petrovic¢ 2016, 47).

Vjerovanje u, metaforicki re¢eno, krajnje ,nista“ dalo je prostora vise
ili manje svjesnom shvacanju da jos samo kruzni proces Zivota (Zivot po
sebi) ima religijski potencijal za vje¢nost i besmrtnost (Petrovi¢ 2016, 87).

Pitanje je i tko ili Sto ¢e ljudima nuditi odgovore u danasnje doba, ka-
da viSe ni ljudi koji ¢e za sebe reci da su vjernici ne vjeruju slijepo u to
da ¢e nakon smrti oti¢i u raj, jer ljudi definiraju cijeli svijet spram se-
be, vjeruju u ono Sto vide, u ono $to je prema njima stvarno i Sto se moze
obuhvatiti ovozemaljskim osjetilima. Zato je za ljude i vrijeme linearno,
sve ima svoj pocetak, trajanje i kraj. Medutim, priroda ukazuje na dru-
gacije poimanje odnosa Zivota i vremena, da je vrijeme cirkularno, da je
zivot krug i da ljudi ne zauzimaju centralno mjesto u sveukupnom giba-
nju prirodnih procesa. GodiSnja doba se izmjenjuju, velike Zivotinje je-
du male zivotinje, velike Zivotinje umiru i pretvaraju se u zemlju iz koje
onda rastu biljke kojima se onda hrane male Zivotinje. ,Postoje dva vrlo
jasna tumacenja zivota, Zivot kao tijek postojanja od rodenja do smrti i
zivot kao beskrajna transformacija“ (Palladino 2016, 3). Na tom tragu je i
J2utjeha" koju nam nudi biologija, da smo jednostavno dio Zivotnog ciklusa
i da ono Sto uistinu zZivi vjecno jesu geni. I dok je mozda to¢no da ,je smrt
precijenjena. [...] Proces konfrontacije s promisljanjem Zivota koji nema
‘mene), ili bilo kojeg ¢ovjeka u sredistu je zapravo otreznjujuci i poucan
proces” (Braidotti 2007, navedeno prema: Palladino 2016, 20), ¢ini se da
malo ljudi utjehu pruza Cinjenica da ce se njihova tijela razgraditi i stopiti
s prirodom, suvremeni ljudi sa svojom izraZenom povijesnom svijes¢u i
sjecanjem ipak trebaju spoznaju da su bas oni vazni, i da njihova singular-
na egzistencija koja se proteZe od rodenja do smrti ima nekakav smisao.

Zivot je, dakako, sklop nekoliko razli¢itih dimenzija postojanja, nije
iskljucivo bioloski ili politicki i mozemo ga promatrati iz dva ugla: kao
organizam (na razini stanica) ili kao tijek dogadaja izmedu rodenja i
smrti, koji je podloZzan kulturnim interpretacijama ili moralnim odlukama
(Fassin 2009, 48). Medutim, u biopolitickom pogledu (i svijetu), zivot u
velikoj mjeri ostaje neuhvatljiv za biopoliticke prakse, dok populacija
jasnije predstavlja istinski cilj biopolitike (Foucault 2004b, navedeno
prema: Fassin 2009, 46). Zivot tada postoji samo kako bi se saéuvao i
reproducirao, on nije ni pravedan ni nepravedan, ni los ni dobar, i kao takav
nadilazi sferu ljudskoga i ulazi u podrucje neupitnog (Petrovi¢ 2016, 241).
Jednom kada se Zivot po sebi iskristalizirao kao najvise ¢ovjekovo dobro,
strukture modi transformirale su svoj nacin djelovanja iz odluc¢ivanja o
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zivotu i smrti u mo¢ koja zZivot gaji. Takva mo¢ vrsi pozitivan utjecaj na
zivot, nastoji njime upravljati, optimizirati ga i multiplicirati, izlazu¢i ga
preciznim kontrolama i sveobuhvatnim propisima (Foucault 1978, 137),
a manifestira se na dva nacina: kao disciplina tijela (anatomo-politika
ljudskog tijela) na razini pojedinca ili kao regulatorne mjere na razini
populacije (biopolitika populacije). To u praksi znaci da, s jedne strane,
pojedinac radi na sebi s ciljem poboljSanja individualnog ili kolektivhog
zdravlja ili Zivota, a s druge strane, na razini populacije dolazi do razvoja
demografije i ostalih metoda kontrole ljudske reprodukcije, zdravlja i
smrtnosti. Svjedoci smo danas sveprisutnog diskursa, kako u obrazovnom
sustavu i medijima tako i u znanstvenim krugovima, koji promice Zivot
po sebi kao najvise ¢ovjekovo dobro. Promice se zdrav Zivot, u fizickom i
psiholoskom smislu, intenzivno se radi na produljivanju Zivotnog vijeka,
¢emu je uvelike doprinio razvoj medicine, dok u isto vrijeme Covjek
postaje ‘osuden sam na sebe’ Tako smo se odjednom nasli u svijetu u
kojem je, “u ime sluzbenog cilja - dugog ugodnog zivota - zabranjeno ili
strogo kontrolirano sve $to je ugodno (pusenje, droge, hrana itd.)" (Zizek
2004, 507).

Biopolitika ¢e ostati izvorom razlicitih teorija suvremenih mislioca koji
pokusavaju objasniti danasnje, postmoderno stanje. Za Waltera Benjamina
to je vjerojatno, relativno nedavan, zadnji promaseni pokusaj oslabljene
zapadnjacke tradicije da pronade sveca izgubljenog u kozmoloskoj
nepristupacnosti (Agamben 1995, 35). Promasen, jer legitimno se ovdje
zapitati ako se postavi zivot po sebi kao najvisa vrijednost, namjesto boga
ili covjeka, sto se time dobilo?

Bas kao sto i u Foucaultovoj teoriji izostaju pitanja smisla Zivota, i unutar
antropologije u nekom trenutku dolazi do eliminacije transcendentalnog
i univerzalnog karaktera ovog problema. Smrt (,po sebi“) prestaje biti
temom antropoloskog istrazivanja; postoje samo pojedinac¢ne smrti i oblici
ponasanja povezanog sa smr¢u (Fabian 1972, 545).

KULTURNOANTROPOLOSKI RAZGOVORI O SMRTI

Jedna od prvih suvremenih studija u Jugoslaviji, koju moZemo nazvati
antropologijom smrti bila je knjiga Znamenje smrti Zorice Rajkovic
(1988). Knjiga govori o posmrtnim obic¢ajima postavljanja spomen-
obiljeZja u obliku vijenca, kriza, spomen-ploce ili spomenika na mjestima
automobilskih nesrec¢e na podrucju bivse Jugoslavije. Izdana je 1988. godine
teje ,autorica u zaklju¢ku iznijela tezu da je suvremeno zapadnoeuropsko
i americ¢ko shvacanje smrti - za koje se sedamdesetih godina prosloga
stolje¢a tvrdilo da ga karakterizira poricanje smrti, nesposobnost da se
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s njome suocCimo, njezina nevidljivost - strano 'nasim’ ljudima (Rajkovic
1988, 106, navedeno prema: Capo Zmegac 2009, 147). Bududi da su se od
osamdesetih godina proslog stolje¢a drustva na podrucju bivse Jugoslavije
jako promijenila u politickom, ekonomskom i ideoloSkom pogledu,
priblizavaju¢i se zapadnoeuropskom modelu, mozemo pretpostaviti da
je to zapadneuropsko i americko shvacanje smrti danas ipak nesto blize
ljudima u na prostoru bivse Jugoslavije. I sama spomen-obiljezja o kojima
pisSe Rajkovic sve se rjede mogu vidjeti uz prometnice u Hrvatskoj, a i sve
se manje prakticiraju posmrtni obicaji kao Sto je npr. bdijenje.

Iako cilj naseg istrazivanja nije bila spoznaja u kojoj mjeri se jos uvijek
prakticiraju tradicionalni posmrtni obicaji, lako je uvidjeti da rituali i
religijske prakse polako nestaju iz svakodnevnog Zivota ljudi koji Zive u
gradu. Potvrdili su nam to i neki nasi kazivaci koji su kao djeca dozivjeli
neki od tih obicaja, iako uvijek u manjim ruralnim sredinama, a koji su
isto tako ustanovili kako danas takvih obi¢aja vise nema.

,Bila sam na sprovodu od djeda kad sam imala deset godina i bilo je...
njegov lijes je bio otvoren, jer je to takav obicaj, i bio je smjesSten u po-
sebnoj sobici u kudi, i tamo je bilo bdijenje. I ja nisam uopce htjela u¢
unutra i vidjet to, al’ me mama povukla i onda sam automatski to vi-
djela. Kad sam to vidjela prepala sam se jer stvarno izgleda ... situacija
u kojoj je ureden i nasminkan, al vidi$ da je to umjetno, da je Sminka
na njemu... nekako ko da spava, al’ vidis ipak da je to mrtvo tijelo. Ne
znam da |’ je to samo zato $to znam da je, al nije spokojno lice, neka-
ko je neprirodno. Nikad necu tjerat djecu da vide tijelo. Rade ¢u pam-
tit svoje mrtve po lijepom, nekim stvarima koje smo prosli zajedno i
njihovo lice kakvo imam u sje¢anju. Kad se sjetim sad dede ¢esto mi
zapravo dode ta slika njega u lijesu. Mojoj mami je to bilo na drukdije,
ona se na neki nacin tako s njim pozdravila, ona ga je i zagrlila i polju-
bila u obraz” (L., 30).

Drugi kazivaci su na slican nacin govorili o nelagodi pri negdasnjem
susretu s posmrtnim obi¢ajima u ruralnim sredinama i danasnjem
njihovom nestanku.

,Dida je... nije imo otvoren lijes nego, to je nekakva tradicija na otocima,
da lezZi na krevetu jedan dan cijeli i onda primas sauces¢a oko njega. U
biti on je lezao u krevetu jedan cijeli dan i Zena i djeca su sjedila pokraj
njega i primala saucesca. To je nekakav ¢udni obicaj, al’ prestali su to
radit. Dugo su to tamo radili. [...] Imala sam nekakvih sedam, osam
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godina i bilo je strasno jer je on ve¢ bio mrtav tipa dan dva i ladica ve¢
pocela padat i zavezali su mu je s gazom da mu ne pada dolje i suluda
je ta scena bila. Natjeraju Zenu da stoji pokraj tijela, sulud koncept. Ona
je valjda navikla bila na to, to je vidala cijeli Zivot na otoku. Meni je to
bio Sok” (M., 28).

JVidjela sam maminu tetu dok sam imala cetiri godine. Na selu,
nisu jo$ ni imali mrtva¢nicu pa su mrtvaci bili otkriveni. To me se nije
posebno dojmilo jer se sjeéam samo njenog nosa, kak sam bila mala
gledala sam odozdola i vidjela sam samo da joj strsi nos, ali vidis da se
sje¢am jo$ uvijek toga, a imala sam samo Cetiri godine. [...] Tih obi¢aja
viSe nema, to se viSe ne radi i u Purdevcu sad imas mrtvacnicu, nitko
ne drzi otvorenog mrtvaca“ (M., 57).

Iz ovih je odgovora vidljivo da se takav dogadaj (susret s mrtvim
tijelom) percipira u negativnhom smislu, kao nesto sto pripada nekim
drugim vremenima i nesto $to nisu nuzno Zeljeli dozivjeti i mi bismo
se mogli naci u iskusenju da ,identificiramo neke suvremene reakcije
na smrt, osobito one koje se Cine iracionalnima, pretjerano ritualnima i
Zivotopisnima, kao ostatke ‘arhai¢nih’ formi. Medutim, ista se poveznica
moze dati i za obrnuti argument: da ono sto je krivo u odnosu modernog
¢ovjeka spram smrti je izostanak ili potiskivanje ovih drevnih nacina
nosenja s prijetnjom” (Fabian 1972, 552). Jedna od kazivacica i sama je
dosla do sli¢cnog zakljucka rekavsi da je to ,zapravo normalnije i prirodnije,
ima neke ljepote u svemu tome i ono kak su se stariji pokapali u vrtu, imas
stalni podsjetnik na to, mozda te to ¢ini malo poniznijim i skromnijim.
Mozda je to way to go. Neugodno je, svima nam je neugodno, al to su nam
napravili da nam bude neugodno. Zasto ne bi bila poanta upravo to, svi
se dodu pozdravit, vidjet zadnji put? Zasto smo oko toga napravili takav
tabu?” (M., 57).

Jer koliko god se trudili smrt odvojiti od svakodnevnog Zivota, o smrti i
dalje ostaje istovremeno nemoguce razmisljati i ne razmisljati. ,Za ljudska
bic¢a, smrt je kvintesencijalno kozmicko pitanje, ono koje nas sve potice
da se suocCimo s ultimativnim pitanjima o tome Sto znaci biti - i prestati
biti - ¢ovjekom” (Verdery 1999, 31).

I istrazivacica, suautorica cCesto je razmisljala o vlastitoj smrtnosti i
smrti drugih bliskih osoba:

,Sje¢am se perioda svog Zivota kad sam to i sama osvijestila. Imala sam
otprilike devet godina i razmisljati o tome bilo je tesko, bilo je nemoguce
pojmiti to nistavilo i pomiriti se s ¢injenicom da sve Sto postoji jednog
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dana viSe nece postojati. Taj osjecaj, koji je bio posljedica nemoguc¢no-
sti uma jednog ¢ovjeka, jednog djeteta da pojmi smrt, za mene je uvi-
jek bio sli¢an osjec¢aju koji se javljao kad bih pokusavala shvatiti veli-
¢inu svemira. Moja majka uvijek je to objasnjavala recenicom: ‘Kako
nisi postojala prije nego Sto si se rodila pa te nije bilo briga tako neces
postojati ni kad umres, medutim, takvo objasnjenje svakako nije bilo
previse utje$no.”

Ocigledno je da nitko ne bira hoce li se roditi ili ne, hoce li postojati
ili ne. Utjehu pred anihilacijom vlastita postojanja mogao bi dati osjec¢aj
zajednistva u vlastitoj a opet zajednic¢koj smrtnosti, spoznaja da ne umires
samo ti, nego umrijeti mora svatko, ali ,tko bi se usudio cviliti zbog smrti
kad nad svim ljudima lebdi to prokletstvo?“ (Morin 1981, 34). Tako na
svakome ostaje da se sam nosi s egzistencijalnim pitanjima.

~Moderno doba predano je radilo da zatvori krug vremena ljudi i
njihovih zajednica u besmrtno zajednistvo u kojemu smrt, na kraju,
gubi besmisleni smisao kojeg bi trebala imati - i kojeg ustrajno i ima.
Dakle, mi smo osudeni, odnosno prije prinudeni traziti taj smisao preko
smisla smrti drugdje a ne u zajednici. No taj poduhvat je apsurdan (to
je apsurdnost misli o individui). Smrt je nedjeljiva od zajednice, jer
zajednica se upravo prevladava smréu - i obratno” (Nancy 2003, 20).

Kao Sto se mozZe procitati, filozof J. L. Nancy isti¢e da se u modernom
dobu, besmisao umiranja pokuSao ponistiti razli¢itim idejama o
zajedniStvu u smrti?, u kojima individua nestaje u ¢inu kolektivnog
unistenja da bi zatim ,vje¢no” Zivjela u zajednici mrtvih. Nasuprot takvim
predodzbama, on podastire ideju o zajednici koja se manifestira upravo
u ¢inu ,besmislene” i ,apsurdne” smrti, ¢inu umiranja bez viSeg smisla.
Jer upravo zbog toga sto su ljudska bi¢a konacna, i zbog toga sto ljudi Zive
s pogledom na druge koji umiru, oni imaju nasusnu potrebu da ,Zive u
drugima“, u zajednici.

Stoga, ¢ovjek se teSko moZe sam nositi sa smréu, jer ju ne moZe objasniti.
Ljudi s kojima je suautorica razgovarala u sklopu ovog istrazivanja
izrazavali su skeptican stav prema smrti, tvrdec¢i da ne vjeruju u neki
oblik zagrobnog Zivota. Oni uglavnom vjeruju da je smrt kraj egzistencije
nakon cega slijedi ,nista“:

2 Shakespearova tragedija o Romeu i Juliji je paradigmatska u tom smislu.
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,Koncept raja mi je jako privlacan al’ mi je i jako teSko povjerovat’
u to. Mislim da kad umres to je to, nema te” (L., 30).

,Kad mi je umrla mama, ja sam stalno ponavljala da bi mi bilo
tisu¢u puta lakSe da imam nekakav sustav vjerovanja, bilo kakav. Jer
ovo... ne ostane ti nista, ostane ti praznina, tupilo, crna rupa. A daimam
bilo kakav sustav vjerovanja, raj i pakao, reinkarnacija bilo $ta bilo bi
mi puno lakSe. Jer mozak ti sam bjeZi na te neke eksplanacije u teSkim
trenucima. Ja sam prvih par dana zamisljala pod Sokom, neka pti¢ica
je tu dolazila... i da je to moja mama, mozak ti prirodno ide prema
tome da si nesto objasni, da si napravis smisao u besmislu. To je strah
od smrti“ (M., 28).

»,Mislim da je tamo nista, ne fali mi religijski moment. Kad me nece
biti ne¢e me biti nikom nista. To je nekim lJjudima vazno da ostane nesto
iza njih, ja nisam od tih. Ocito je ta ideja o zagrobnom Zivotu dosla od
ljudske nemoguc¢nosti da shvate da nema nic¢ega nakon smrti, a i Zelje
da ipak nesto bude” (M, 57).

,Ja mislim, tj. nadam se da je vrijeme relativno i da trenutak smrti
zapravo traje vjecnost, da ostanes$ u tom trenutku zauvijek. Ali opet i
to valjda mora zavrsiti“ (V., 60).

Takoder, u razgovoru sa svojim kazivac¢ima, uvidjela je da ljudi ipak
traze neki smisao u smrti bliskih osoba, odnosno ¢esto govore kako im
je taj dogadaj pomogao da uvide $to je u zZivotu vazno ili da ih je ucinio
boljim osobama:

,Do tad sam bila puno plasljivija, nisam se usudila puno stvari, zauzet
se za sebe, danas to vise nemam. Svjesna sam kolko kratko mogu bit
u ovom zivotu. Ona grozna narodna ‘svako zlo za neko dobro’, stvarno
ima nesto u tome. Ne moZe ti se tako nesto desit a da bas nimalo ne
utjece na tebe, moras izvu¢ nesto pozitivno iz toga. A moZe se, to me
iznenadilo” (L., 30).

,Sad sam trenutno u fazi gdje mi niSta nema smisla, neposredno
nakon smrti sam imala osjec¢aj strasne prolaznosti, kratkoce, nestaja-
nja svega. Ali vidjela sam i neku ljepotu u tome. Vise me natjeralo da
razmisljam o tome $to je bitno u Zivotu. Jako me nisu doticale nebitne
stvari al sad manje, kako vrijeme prolazi. [...] Sigurno mi je dalo neku
dubinu, koju mozZda drugi nemaju” (M., 28).

Ova dva posljednja kazivanja upucuju da dozivljaj smrti mozZe inicirati
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promjene na osobnoj razini® kod ljudi kojima svijest o vlastitoj smrtnosti
potice osjec¢aj odgovornosti za vlastiti Zivot i odabir onoga $to bismo mogli
imenovati dobrim Zivotom primjerenim karakteru i sposobnostima osobe.

Jer upravo svijest o ogranicenosti i neponovljivosti vlastita Zivota, otvara
prostor za prosudbu o tome Sto je vazno a $to nevazno, kao i prostor za istinsku
eticku odgovornost i odluku o onome Sto svatko smatra kvalificiranim,
dobrim Zivotom, a ne naprosto Zivotom po sebi. Ovim kazivanjima mogli
bismo pridodati i osobno iskustvo suautora kojeg je svijest o vlastitoj
konacnosti natjerala na promjenu fakulteta i Zivotnog poziva:

»,Nakon zavrSetka srednje Skole nisam puno razmisljao sto ¢u dalje u
Zivotu i koji je fakultet primjeren mojim interesima i sposobnostima,
nego sam jednostavno odabrao fakultet i zanimanje za koje mi se u
tom trenutku ¢inilo da ¢e mi osigurati buduc¢e materijalno blagostanje.
Izabrao sam fakultet elektrotehnike i racunarstva. Ali nakon nekoliko
godina studiranja upao sam u svojevrsnu krizu i po¢eo sam aktivno
propitivati svoju odluku jer sam uvidio da me sadrZaj studija dovoljno
ne motivira. Jedan dan sam jednostavno zamislio buduci scenariji u
kojem ¢u cijeli Zivot biti primoran raditi stvari o kojima sada samo
uc¢im. Ta spoznaja mi je bila neizdrziva. Ali ona me je motivirala da
razmisljam o promjeni studija i zivotnog poziva te pronalasku nekog
novog zanimanja koje ¢e viSe odgovarati mojim interesima i karakteru.”

Ako nas svijest o vlastitoj smrtnosti tjera da preuzmemo odgovornost
za vlastiti zivot i da nalazimo vlastitu verziju dobrog zivota, ona istodobno
pridonosi otvaranju mogucnosti za preuzimanje odgovornosti i za
javni, politicki zivot, za zivot u zajednici. Jer Zelja za vlastitom verzijom
dobrog Zivota i realizacija tog cilja podrazumijeva zivot u zajednici
koja to omogucava, Sto opet implicira preuzimanje odgovornosti i za

3 Nekoliko kazivaca je utvrdilo da ih je iskustvo smrti drugih promijenilo na nac¢in da
im je podarilo ve¢u smirenost i zivotnu snagu:
,Danas mi je lakSe nosit se s vlastitom smrtnos¢u, ne znam da I’ bi danas razmisljala
tako da nisam ve¢ izgubila par bliskih ljudi. Jer nikad prije nisam razmisljala o tome,
ono tipi¢no to se dogada drugima. I onda to stvarno prozivis i tesko je al’ prizemljilo
me i osnazilo” (L., 30).
,T0 je nekako islo... davno sam shvatila da sam smrtna, besmrtni su samo mladi ljudi,
misle da su besmrtni, razmislja se o tome, to ti je jasno i onda.. postane ti to normalno.
Mislim da se manje bojim i mislim da se stari ljudi, bas stari, uop¢e ne boje smrti. Vi-
dim i druge ljude, to je mozda i logi¢no, sve ih manje interesira bilo $to, ne zanima ih
¢itanje ni TV. Prijatelji¢cina mama sjedi na klupi i samo gleda, veli ona da je Cisti zen.
Njoj je nekak dobro tako, sama sa sobom*“ (M., 57).
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politicko uredenje i javnu, politicku stvar. Ako prihvatimo misljenje da je
suvremenim drustvima iskustvo smrti sve viSe prognano iz zivota ljudi,
i da je u njima cilj zivota sve viSe zivot sam - tjelesno zdravlje, fizicka
kondicija i naprosto njegovo $to duze trajanje. Onda se u takvim drustvima
sve viSe gube uvjeti da veci broj ljudi donosi eticke odluke o vlastitom
nacinu zivota kao i politicke odluke o nacinu zivota u zajednici. Naravno,
ta situacija ne brise potpuno bilo kakvu odgovornost, gradani se sve vise
smatraju naprosto disciplinarnim subjektima, odgovornima za vlastito
zdravlje, dok su odluke o tome $to je dobro za sve prepustene upravlja¢ima.
Drugim rije¢ima, izbjegavanje smrti u suvremenim drustvima ima za
posljedicu nemogucnost ostvarivanja politicke autonomije i slobode.

Foucaultov uvid:

.To Sto se smrt tako paZzljivo izbjegava ima manje veze s novom
anksioznos$cu koja €ini smrt nepodnosljivom nasim drustvima nego s
¢injenicom da strukture moci nisu uspjele pobjeci od smrti. Sada kada
se radi o Zivotu, kroz njega moc¢ uspostavlja svoju dominaciju; smrt je
granica moci, trenutak koji joj izmice; smrt postaje najtajniji aspekt
postojanja, 'najprivatniji’“ (Foucault 1978, 138).

U ovom smo poglavlju pokazali da neposredno iskustvo smrti ljude
motivira da razmisljaju o vlastitom Zivota, da prepoznaju ono $to im je u
njemu vazno, kao i da steknu novu Zivotnu snagu i mudrost.

PRISUTNOST SMRTI U SVAKODNEVNOM ZIVOTU

Za razliku od generalnog uvida da je smrt nestala iz svakodnevnice
modernih ljudi, jer bliZnji uglavnom umiru sami u drustvenim
institucijama, bolnicama i stara¢kim domovima, prema iskustvima
kazivaca/ica, u Hrvatskoj i Zagrebu, Cesto se ljudima u terminalnim
stadijima bolesti dozvoljava odlazak kuci iz bolnica kako bi zadnje trenutke
proveli s najblizima. Smrt bliZnjih kod kuce je najceSc¢e opisivana kao
mucno iskustvo, iz kojeg su se kazivaci trudili izvuéi ipak nesto pozitivno.
Medutim neki su ipak potvrdili da im je lakSe Sto nisu osobno svjedocili
posljednjim trenucima bliskih osoba, npr. roditelja:

,Drago mi je zapravo, mislim traumaticno je bilo i strasno za podnijet,
al’ mislim da bi mi bilo jednako strasno da je umrla u nekakvoj bolni-
ci, da su me samo nazvali da je umrla. U jednu ruku mi je drago Sto je
umrla doma, $to smo bile zagrljene. To mi je drago, ali je teSko i mor-
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bidno mozda. Morbidno u smislu da nije uobicajeno. [...] Bila bi sama
s medicinskim osobljem, ovako je bila doma i to mi je drago i bilo bi
mi skroz drago da nije imala takve uZzasne bolove. I znam da je i njoj
sigurno bilo drago Sto sam i ja tu bila i mama i Sto je doma u svom
krevetu. Zao mi je samo $to bi u bolnici dobila nekakvu... manje bi ju
bolilo” (M., 28).

»~Mamu bi rade da nisam vidio mrtvu jer nije izgledala najbolje. Ra-
de bi da sam ju zapamtio zivu nego mrtvu. Oprostio sam se od nje prije
nego je umrla dok je jos znala tko sam ja i dok me prepoznavala. Bila je
u starackom domu, i$li su mi je pokazat, a ja to nisam trazio. Mogla me
pitat, ona je rekla dodite sa mnom, ja sam mislio da trebam, ne znam,
sredit administraciju. [...] Jer utisne se ta slika u memoriju” (V., 60).

,Oni su u bolnici umrli, nisu nas ni pitali dal ih Zelimo vidjeti. Moz-
daijesu, to se viSe ne sje¢am al ne bi sigurno to htjela” (M, 57).

U isto doba kada je Foucault razvijao teoriju biopolitike, postalo je po-
pularno tvrditi kako moderni ¢ovjek potiskuje promisljanje smrti i nje-
nog (be)smisla no ,¢ini se da sociolozi i psiholozi kojima je 'potiskivanje’
smrti centralna tema istrazivanja koriste iste argumente kao i krs¢anski
teolozi koji lamentiraju o indiferentnosti spram smrti kod modernog co-
vijeka“ (Fabian 1972, 552) te da je ta interpretacija ,vise vodena interesi-
ma zapecacivanja nestanka utjecaja religijskih institucija nego empiric-
kim ¢injenicama“ (Fabian 1972, 552). Tijekom ovog istrazivanja nismo
primijetili da je smrt nesto o ¢emu ljudi ne razmisljaju, ali su se svi isto-
vremeno slozili da u pravilu o tome ne razgovaraju s drugima. Bilo da je
rijeC o smrti bliskih osoba ili promisljanju vlastite smrtnosti, uglavhom
su bili stava da bi tako teSkom temom druge naprosto bespotrebno opte-
retili. Jedna od kazivacica ¢ak je dobila prituzbu od prijateljice na to Sto
Jprica samo o smrti, a to je deprimirajuc¢e” neposredno nakon majcine
smrti. Na pitanje o promisljanju vlastite smrtnosti dobili smo odgovore
poput: ,Nije da mi je to nesto Sto skrivam, daleko od toga al’ jednostav-
no rijetko kad uopc¢e pricamo o takvim stvarima u drustvu” (L., 30), ili ,Ja
inace svoje teske trenutke volim prozivljavat sama iz jednostavnog razlo-
ga Sto ne Zelim opterecivat sebi bliske ljude sa svojim problemima“ (M.,
57) . Smrt, dakle, nije nestala i ona je (i uvijek ¢e biti) sastavni dio svaci-
jeg zivota. Ono Sto se dogodilo je zapravo prelazak smrti iz sfere javnog u
sferu privatnog i intimnog.

Ako bismo tu ¢injenicu poop¢ili onda bismo mogli re¢i da u suvreme-
nim drustvima u kojima postoje snazni biopoliticki upravljacki mehaniz-

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i djelovanja?, ljudi svojom smrcu ili patnjom ne Zele opterecivati druge.
Ako ljudi misle da bi to bilo opterec¢enje za drugoga, onda je to vjerojatno
stoga Sto drustveni uvjeti tjeraju ljude da se uglavnom sami brinu o vla-
stitoj egzistenciji i vlastitim problemima, bez podrske zajednice i nekakve
kolektivne solidarnosti. Kolokvijalno re¢eno, ,svatko ima svoje probleme
i ne Zeli se nositi s nic¢ijim teskim situacijama, osim sa svojima jer sa svo-
jima mora“ Uz nestanak vjerovanja u zivot nakon smrti, smrt tako posta-
je iznimno opterec¢uju¢om temom o kojoj se ne razmislja i ne raspravlja.
Takoder, ako se neposredno dozivi, iskustvo smrti se dozivljava i opisuje
kao mucno. O smrti se mozZe Citati u medijima, ali tada se ona dogada ne-
kom drugom i ne nosi sa sobom emocionalni teret kao razgovor s nekim
bliskim u procesu tugovanja. Nekakvo olakSanje mogu osigurati psiholozi
i terapeuti koji mogu pokusati ponuditi nekakvu ,utjehu”.

Ukratko, u takvim drustvima ,...smrt postaje najtajniji aspekt po-
stojanja, 'najprivatniji’“ (Foucault 1978, 138), gotovo na granici srama.
Takvo tabuiziranje smrti jos je vise vidljivo u slu¢ajevima kada se radi
o svojevrsnom odstupanju od norme, nepostivanju pravila. To, dakako,
uglavnom vrijedi za samoubojstvo, ali i u slu¢ajevima kada je uzrok smr-
ti bolest poput raka. Iako dan-danas to¢an uzrok karcinoma nije poznat,
opce prihvaceno stajaliSte, o kojem se svakodnevno moze procitati u
medijima jeste da su za velik broj slucajeva ove dijagnoze glavni krivac
upravo loSe Zivotne navike. Jedna od mojih kazivacica tako je, na neki
nacin opravdavajuci smrt bliske osobe oboljele od karcinoma rekla: ,Da
znas kako je Zivio, ne bi te ¢udilo” (N., 31). Osoba suoc¢ena s ovom dija-
gnozom mora se, dakle, paralelno nositi, ne samo sa samom boles¢u i
mozebitnom loSom prognozom, vec¢ i s osudom okoline, ali i vlastitom
griznjom savjesti. Tako se npr. u tekstu Jasne Capo Zmegac Dva Zivota i
dvije smrti: Prilog antropologiji smrti i umiranja, a kojeg je temeljila na
neposrednom iskustvu smrti oca i majke, majka (oboljela od raka) teze
nosila s procesom umiranja dok ,za razliku od majke, otac nikad nije
pozalio Sto umire. On je, na izvjestan nacin, bio intiman sa smréu (usp.
Aries 1989, 29) i onda kad je o njoj govorio i kad se pocela priblizavati”
(2009, 163).

Ranije spomenuti nedostatak komunikacije i prenosenja vlastitih do-
zivljaja smrti i razmisljanja o smrtnosti tj. svojevrsna drustvena zabrana,
cenzura ili, bolje re¢eno, samocenzura razgovora o smrti, jako je zasme-

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tala jednu od kazivacica koja je zatim iznijela i vlastitu kritiku takvoga
drustva:

»Sa svojom smrtnosc¢u se uopce nisam stigla tolko bavit jer sam se bavila
s njom. Mislim da uopce nisam spremna na to, ni na koji nacin, da se
uopce ne mirim s tim, da mi nije nista lakSe. Mislim da je to mozda za
to $to mi kao drustvo uop¢e nemamo normalan odnos prema smrti,
stalno je guramo od sebe, ili je senzacionalizirana u pop kulturi, a u
stvarnom zivotu ju guramo Sto dalje od sebe, to umiranje u bolnicama,
groblje van grada, jedan datum u godini je posve¢en mrtvima, totalno
nekakav uvrnut odnos s tom smrti. Imam osje¢aj da totalno nismo u
doticaju sa svojom ljudskom prirodom, sa svojom stvarnoséu” (M., 28).

Filozof Jean-Luc Nancy je, bavedi se odnosom smrti i antropoloski
shva¢enog fenomena Zivota u zajednici, a pozivaju¢i se na radove
Georgesa Batailla, utvrdio izravnu vezu izmedu iskustva smrti bliznjega
i manifestacije zajednice. Ako sazmemo njegovo misljenje o fenomenu
smrti, mozemo utvrditi da, koliko god paradoksalno zvucalo, zanemarivanje
smrti i teZnja k besmrtnosti individualnog Zivota narusava Zivot zajednice
kojeg zivuci (Covjek) dozivljava u smrti drugoga. Jer u smrti drugoga zivuci
vise ne mozZe opstojati samostalno nego sam van sebe, u ekstazi koja je
manifestacija zajednice:

»Zajednica se objavljuje u smrti drugoga - prema tome, ona se uvijek
objavljuje drugome...Zajednica svojim ¢lanovima oprisutnjuje njihove
samrtnicke istine (Sto isto tako znaci da nema zajednice besmrtnih bi-
¢a; moguce je zamisliti bilo drustvo, bilo zajedniStvo besmrtnih bica, ali
ne i zajednicu). Ona je oprisutnjenje konacnosti i neiskupivog ekscesa
koji ¢ini konacni bitak: njegova smrt, ali isto tako njegovo rodenje, je-
dino mi zajednica oprisutnjuje moje rodenje, a s njom i nemoguc¢nost
da ponovo prodem kroz njega, kao ni da prekorac¢im svoju smrt (‘Ako
vidi bliZnjeg svog kako umire, Zivu¢i ne moZe viSe opstojati nego samo
van sebe, (Bataille)” (Nancy 1996, 22).

ZAKLJUCAK

Ovo istrazivanje bilo je ogranic¢eno na ljude koji su rodeni i Zive u urbanim
sredinama, koji viSe ne prakticiraju tradicionalne posmrtne obicaje i koji
imaju svjetovan, skeptican stav o smrti, odnosno, ne vjeruju u nijedan
oblik zagrobnog zivota. U ¢lanku smo predstavili njihove dojmove i
refleksije o neposrednom iskustvu smrti i o smrti opc¢enito. Dio kazivaca
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je ipak bio svjedokom nekih tradicionalnih posmrtnih praksi, poput
izlaganja mrtvaca i bdijenja. Takve obi¢ajne prakse i susret s mrtvim
tijelom uglavnom su vrednovali negativno, kao nesto sto pripada nekim
drugim vremenima i nesto Sto nisu nuzno Zeljeli dozivjeti. Svi sugovornici
su imali neposredno iskustvo smrti bliske osobe, ali ne i iskustvo njihova
umiranja. Smrt bliznjih kod kuce je najceSc¢e opisivana kao mucno
iskustvo. Nekoliko kazivaca naslo je smisao u smrti bliskih osoba, jer im
je taj dogadaj pomogao da uvide Sto je u zivotu vazno, podario im je ve¢u
Zivotnu snagu ili ih je ucinio, po njihovim rije¢ima, ,boljim osobama"“.
Tijekom ovog istrazivanja primijetili smo da je smrt nesto o ¢emu ljudi
razmisljaju, ali su se svi istovremeno slozZili da u pravilu o tome ne
razgovaraju s drugima. Bilo da je rijec o smrti bliskih osoba ili promisljanju
vlastite smrtnosti, uglavnom su bili stava da bi tako teSkom temom druge
naprosto bespotrebno opteretili. To iskustvo izbjegavanja govora o smrti
na tragu je Foucaultova uvida da u drustvima reguliranim biopolitickim
tehnologijama upravljanja smrt postaje najtajniji, ,najprivatniji“ aspekt
postojanja. Cini se da teorija biopolitike, koju smo ovla$ prezentirali u
¢lanku, dobro korespondira s iskustvima kazivaca i prevladavaju¢om
drustvenom situacijom. Naime, kazivaci su potvrdili da se u javnim
diskursima ¢esto pojavljuju sadrzaji koji imaju za cilj promicanje zdravog
zivota i odgadanja smrti. Izgleda da je nestankom modernih ideologija
iz drustvenog Zivota i Sirenjem misljenja da je smisao Zivota u Zivotu
samom, smrt presla iz javne sfere u intimnu. I nasi sugovornici su nam
potvrdili da o njoj ne razgovaraju cesto niti vide smisao u pretjeranom
razmisljanju o njoj. Drugim rijec¢ima, to vodi k tome da se svatko sa smréu
nosi sam, te da smrt postaje nesto sasvim intimno, nevidljivo, dok diskursi
koji promoviraju zdrav, dugovjecan zivot istodobno postaju sve vise javno
vidljivi. Ono ¢ime se takoder nismo previSe bavili jeste reprezentacija
smrti u medijima, sugovornici su u nekoliko navrata utvrdili da se u
medijima smrt (kao i sve drugo) senzacionalizira te su svi ljudi s kojima
smo razgovarali rekli kako takve stvari redovno citaju, jer su im iz nekog
razloga zanimljive. Ali iz razgovora se dalo zakljuciti da im je smrt
zanimljiva dok nisu direktno emocionalno involvirani. Kada jesu, onda
razgovor i misljenje o njoj postaju naporni i teski. Cilj biopolitike trebao
to ona koja nastoji Sto manje opteretiti drugoga ili je to ipak smrt u krugu
onih koje volimo, ili u solidarnoj zajednici?

~MoZda treba nauciti da su zajednica, smrt, ljubav, sloboda i singular-
nost podjednako nazivi za 'boZzansko’ buduci da ga one zamjenjuju -
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ali ne i preuzimaju i oZivljavaju - i buduci da u toj zamjeni nema niceg
antropomorfi¢koga niti antropocentri¢koga, te da ne vodi k tome da
'boZansko’ postane ljudskim” (Nancy 1996, 17).

Tamburitza Practice as an
Intangible Cultural Heritage

In the paper, through the example of the tamburitza orchestra tradition in
Serbia, the elements that place musical practice in the concept of intangible
cultural heritage are defined. The results of the research conducted during
the application process of the tamburitza practice in the National Register
of Intangible Cultural Heritage of the Republic of Serbia are presented. The
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research provided answers to the questions of which communities consider
the tamburitza practice as their intangible cultural heritage and part of their
identity. The paper contains an analysis of collected field and archival data and
a theoretical approach to the element on the basis of which the other factors and
characteristics that make it an intangible cultural heritage were determined.
The final part of the paper contains a brief overview of the concept of planning
and implementation of measures to protect the element of intangible cultural
heritage in the example of the tamburitza playing.

Women’s Costume Narratives in the
Caricatures of “Jez” Newspaper

During the 20" century, the representation of the stock female character in the
caricatures of the newspaper “Jez” underwent a significant transformation: while
in the 1930s the character of the peasant woman was reduced to a simple graphic
form, rough and without details, an attractive peasant woman appeared in the
mid-20" century, primarily in drawings by Desa Glisi¢, with a short skirt, narrow
waist and enlarged bust. However, in accordance to the traditional cultural norms,
she was still dressed in folk costume. Broadly speaking, Desa’s female characters
paraphrased the craze for novelties from shops in Belgrade which retailed imported
costume items. This visualization of women through the synergy of traditional and
modern, or more precisely clothing and fashion, proved to be a convenient platform
for interpreting the potential objectification of women (Fredrickson & Roberts). At
the same time, we are going to determine whether the mentioned depiction of a
rural woman endangered the hitherto dominant patriarchal pattern of visualizing
women, when their function as a symbol of traditional values through the role of
mother and housewife underwent transformation.

Authors wishing to include figures or text passages that have already been
published elsewhere are required to obtain permission from the copyright holder(s)
and to include evidence that such permission has been granted when submitting
their papers. Any material received without such evidence will be assumed to
originate from the authors.

Authors must make sure that only contributors who have significantly contributed
to the submission are listed as authors and, conversely, that all contributors who
have significantly contributed to the submission are listed as authors.

The deadline for submission of papers for all volumes is December 31st. Papers
are submitted by e-mail to the secretary of the editorial board, and are to be sent as
a Microsoft Word document to: sonja.radivojevic@ei.sanu.ac.rs.

Manuscripts are pre-evaluated at the Editorial Board in order to check whether
they meet the basic publishing requirements and quality standards.

Scientific critiques, debates and reviews
should not exceed 10 000 characters. The type and extent of scientific bibliographies
are determined in accordance with the editorial board and the librarians of the
library of the Institute of Ethnography of the SASA, respectively. The editorial board
retains the right to show flexibility regarding these criteria in certain cases.

The manuscript should contain the title, authors’ names and affiliations,
e-mails, abstract, keywords, acknowledgments, references, a list of tables and a list
of illustrations. Mark the position of figures and tables in the text. Please, do not
include tables and figures in the manuscript. They should be submitted as separate
files.

Abstract, not exceeding 200 words, should contain a short review of the method
and the most important results of work, so that its original text can be used in
referential periodicals and databases. Do not include citations in the abstract.

Keywords (concepts, locations, results), max. five, are listed in a separate line
at the end of the abstract. Keywords should be relevant to the topic and content of
the paper. An accurate list of keywords will ensure correct indexing of the paper in
referential periodicals and databases.

Photos, drawings and other illustrations should be of good quality. Additional
graphics are to be submitted as follows: drawings in the format of Line art, with a
resolution of 600 dpi, and photos with a resolution of 300 dpi. If the author chooses
to incorporate graphics into their word document, the same graphics must also be
submitted separately as .tif, .pdf. or .jpg files.

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Journal policy

The journal Bulletin of the Institute of Ethnography SASA is international scientific
journal with the review. The Bulletin of the Institute of Ethnography SASA publishes
original papers that have not been published previously. The papers submitted can
belong to one of the following categories: original research paper, scientific review
paper, preliminary communication, scientific critique or debate, review or scientific
bibliography. Bulletin of the Institute of Ethnography SASA is an Open Access journal.
Publication in the journal Bulletin of the Institute of Ethnography SASA is free of
charge..

The papers published in the journal Bulletin of the Institute of Ethnography SASA
cover topics in the areas of ethnology and anthropology, and related social sciences
and humanities.

Contributions to the journal may be submitted in Serbian and related languages,
and in English. Papers in Serbian are published utilizing Cyrillic script.

The Journal is issued three times a year. The Journal also publishes special issues,
with particular themes and visiting editors.

Editorial Responsibilities

The editor in chief (chief-editor) is responsible for deciding which articles submitted
to Bulletin of the Institute of Ethnography SASA will be published. The editor is guided
by the policies of the journal’s Editorial Board and constrained by legal requirements
in force regarding libel, copyright infringement and plagiarism.

Editors must hold no conflict of interest with regard to the articles they consider
for publication. If an Editor feels that there is likely to be a perception of a conflict of
interest in relation to their handling of a submission, the selection of reviewers and
all decisions on the paper shall be made by the Editorial Board. Since the identity of
the authors and reviewers is mutually unknown, the Editor is obliged to guarantee
their anonymity.

Editors shall evaluate manuscripts for their intellectual content free from any
racial, gender, sexual, religious, ethnic, or political bias.

Unpublished materials disclosed in a submitted manuscript must not be used in
an editor’s own research without the express written consent of the author.

Authors’ responsibilities
Authors warrant that their manuscript is their original work that it has not been
published before and is not under consideration for publication elsewhere. The
Authors also warrant that the manuscript is not and will not be published elsewhere
(after the publication in Bulletin of the Institute of Ethnography SASA) in any language
without the consent of the copyright holder.

Authors warrant that the rights of third parties will not be violated, and that
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the publisher will not be held legally responsible should there be any claims for
compensation.

Authors are exclusively responsible for the contents of their submissions, the
validity of the experimental results and must make sure that they have permission
from all involved parties to make the data public.

Authors wishing to include figures or text passages that have already been
published elsewhere are required to obtain permission from the copyright holder(s)
and to include evidence

that such permission has been granted when submitting their papers. Any
material received without such evidence will be assumed to originate from the
authors.

Authors must make sure that all only contributors who have significantly
contributed to the submission are listed as authors and, conversely, that all
contributors who have significantly contributed to the submission are listed as
authors.

It is the responsibility of each author to ensure that papers submitted to Bulletin
of the Institute of Ethnography SASA are written with ethical standards in mind
and that they not contain plagiarism. Authors affirm that the article contains no
unfounded or unlawful statements and does not violate the rights of others.

When an author discovers a significant error or inaccuracy in his/her own
published work, it is the author’s obligation to promptly notify the journal Editor or
publisher and cooperate with the Editor to retract or correct the paper.

Peer review

The submitted papers are subject to a blind peer review process. The purpose
of peer review is to assists the editors and Editorial Board in making editorial
decisions and through the editorial communications with the author it may also
assist the author in improving the paper. All submitted papers undergo a reviewing
process by two expert reviewers appointed by the editorial board. In the event of a
paper receiving one positive and one negative review, the editorial board appoints
a third reviewer. Authors who receive conditionally positive reviews are required
to take into account the comments made by the reviewers, or, if they do not wish
to do so, they can withdraw their submissions. The author is required to send
the amended paper to the Journal within fifteen days after he/she has received
the reviews. The reviewer should send the finished review to the Editorial Board
within three weeks.

The choice of reviewers is at the editors’ and the editorial board’s discretion. The
reviewers must be knowledgeable about the subject area of the manuscript; they
must not be from the authors’ own institution and they should not have recent joint
publications with any of the authors.
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Reviewers must not have conflict of interest with respect to the research, the
authors and/or the funding sources for the research. If such conflicts exist, the
reviewers must report them to the Editor without delay.

Any selected referee who feels unqualified to review the research reported in
a manuscript or knows that its prompt review will be impossible should notify the
editorial board without delay.

Reviews must be conducted objectively. Reviewers should express their views
clearly with supporting arguments.

Any manuscripts received for review must be treated as confidential documents.

In the main review phase, the editor sends submitted papers to two experts in
the field. The reviewers’ evaluation form contains a checklist in order to help referees
cover all aspects that can decide the fate of a submission. In the final section of the
evaluation form, the reviewers must include observations and suggestions aimed at
improving the submitted manuscript; these are sent to authors, without the names
of the reviewers. The secretary of the Editorial Board sends the reviewers’ evaluation
form to reviewers.

All of the reviewers of a paper act independently and they are not aware of each
other’s identities. If the decisions of the two reviewers are not the same (accept/
reject), the editor may assign additional reviewers.

The editorial team shall ensure reasonable quality control for the reviews. With
respect to reviewers whose reviews are convincingly questioned by authors, special
attention will be paid to ensure that the reviews are objective and high in academic
standard. When there is any doubt with regard to the objectivity of the reviews or
quality of the review, additional reviewers will be assigned.

Plagiarism

Plagiarism, where someone assumes another’s ideas, words, or other creative
expression as one’s own, is a clear violation of scientific ethics. Plagiarism may also
involve a violation of copyright law, punishable by legal action.

Plagiarism may constitute the following:

» Word for word, or almost word for word copying, or purposely paraphrasing
portions of another author’s work without clearly indicating the source or
marking the copied fragment (for example, using quotation marks);

» Copying equations, figures or tables from someone else’s paper without properly
citing the source and/or without permission from the original author or the
copyright holder.

Please note that all submissions are thoroughly checked for plagiarism.

Any paper which shows obvious signs of plagiarism will be automatically

rejected.

If an attempt at plagiarism is found in a published paper, the author is required
to publish a written apology to the authors of the original paper, and further
collaboration with the authors of plagiarized papers will be terminated.

Retraction Policy

Articles that have been published shall remain extant, exact and unaltered as long
as it is possible. However, very occasionally, circumstances may arise where an
article is published that must later be retracted. The main reason for withdrawal
or retraction is to correct the mistake while preserving the integrity of science; it is
not to punish the author.

Legal limitations of the publisher, copyright holder or author(s), infringements of
professional ethical codes, such as multiple submissions, bogus claims of authorship,
plagiarism, fraudulent use of data or the like require retraction of an article.
Occasionally a retraction can be used to correct errors in submission or publication.

Standards for dealing with retractions have been developed by a number of
library and scholarly bodies, and this practice has been adopted for article retraction
by Bulletin of the Institute of Ethnography SASA: in the electronic version of the
retraction note, a link is made to the original article. In the electronic version of the
original article, a link is made to the retraction note where it is clearly stated that
the article has been retracted. The original article is retained unchanged; save for a
watermark on the PDF indicating on each page that it is “retracted.”

Bulletin of the Institute of Ethnography SASA is an Open Access Journal. All articles
can be downloaded free of charge and used in accordance with the Creative Commons
Attribution- NonCommercial-NoDerivatives 3.0 Serbia (http://creativecommons.org/
licenses/by-nc- nd/3.0/rs/).

The journal does not charge APC (Article Processing Charge).

Self-archiving Policy
The journal Bulletin of the Institute of Ethnography SASA allows authors to deposit
Author’s Post-print (accepted version) and Publisher’s version/PDF in an institutional
repository and non-commercial subject-based repositories, or to publish it on Author’s
personal website and departmental website (including social networking sites, such as
ResearchGate, Academia.edu, etc.), at any time after publication.
